THE EVICTIONS IN THE HIGH-
LAN

The weekly meeting of the Glargow
Branck of the Land League was held in the
hall, East Nile street, on the 15t inst. Mr,
John Ferguson presided, and the hall was
crowded.

M:. Stewart delivered a very intereeting
address on the land laws. He malntained
that the functions of the Government should
be 8o exercised that their constant tendency
should be towards the greatest good of the
greatest number with the least possible 1nter-
ference with the smallest imaginable number,
and that every uunit in the community be ea-
titled to a fair averoge valoe of the three

the men in Skye—[applanss]—would keep a
firm grip on .ghé l[and they.should have the
support of the League. ‘[Loud applause. They
‘must not intrude mpon the men in Bkye:
but they pointed- out to them what they
ought to do, and told them if they did it they
would assist them to the utmost.
