Poland’s notification that the Government

-sult of conviction might be execution inatead
of imprisenment, caused’ a commotion
among the spectators. The declaration
waa at once construed .into. ap admission
by the crown that Cunpingham was the most
fmportant prisoner yet arrested for the dyna-
mite crimes. Thls impreasion was confirmed
by the extraordinery precantions taken by
the government to prevent an escape or res-

cue, He waB conveyed from
the cell in Clerkenwell to Bow
street court in o strong van.

Cunningham was the only grisoner within the
van, but several armed constables accompau-
ied bim. On each side of the driver was an
armed policeman and  officers  with
expoeed revolvera stood upon the steps.
The conveyance +was driven slowly
to allow the armed escort to keep alongside
and enable the detectives, who followed on
tha sidewsalks, to be near in case of emer-
geney. In his address, Poland said Cunning-
Lam was 22 years of age, and was a dock
laborer. He was not alone in the work of
causing the explosion at the Tower, but was
in lesgue with others whom the government
hoped soon to have in custedy. The prisoner
had lived in the United States several

ears. He arrived in Englaad last

ovember, He came aboard the S8, Adriatic
and landed at Liverpool. He took up his
quarters there in a emall hotel at No. 31
Robert street. When he left there he came
to London. The Government was not yet
prepsred to say just how Cunningham
had employed himeelt during the interval be
tween his arrival in London and the date of
the explosion that was as yet unnecessary,
but it could be proven that prisoner on the
23rd or 24th of December was at Broad atreet
railway seation with a large trunk.

Lowpon, Feb, 2,—Thetrunk in possession
of Cunningham was of American manufac-
ture, ns would be shown later. Besides the
trunk the prisoner had a bag. He left both
at the stotion over night and next day took
them away. In the meantime he secured
lodgings at 30 Prescotl street, Whitechapel.
For these lodgings he engaged to puy
five shillings a week, It was thither
prisoner bad the trunk and bag re-
moved. While prisoner lived ia Prescott
strect the trunk mysteriously disappeared.
Scme time after its disappearance Cuauning-
ham changed his lodgings, and took rooms
in Scarboro street. It would be shown that
prisoner began loitering about the Tower
sfter hia removal feom Prescott street, and
thut he visited the Tower huildings a few
days before the explosion. Prisoner’s coun-
sel are Quillmm and Nordon of Liverpool.
Very few persous were admitted to the
court. Before the commencement of the
proceedings a nmuber of witnesses were as-
sembled for the purpose of identifying the
prisuper as the man they had seen ougaged in
swspicious movemeuts, just before the ex-
plosions, Cunningham was placed in tho
crowdl, but three of the witn~sses, one of
whomm wes a civiliun, the other two being
constables, had no difficulty in singling him
out. A cabman who had given the irforma-
tion ahout the trausfer of the trunk was
unable to identify Cunningham. Cunningham
was remanded for a week.

CUNNINGIIAM AT THE TOWER.

Before closing hls address dir. Poland said
he desired to call particolar attention tu the
conduct of Cuuningham on the day of the
‘4ower explosion. Within four minutes after
the explosion the Tower gates were all closed
and every visitor then within the walls was

He left no word with sny person in
the house as to his deatination, and

no onethere had any knowledge of his move-
ments that day. But the police had by dint
of extraordinary patience made what the pro-
secution covsidered a faithful trace of the
man from the moment he left the honse. This
showed that he had proceeded straight to the
Tower, procured a ticket at the bottom of the
steps nacending to St. Jobn's chapal in the
White Tower, that he went up into St.John’s
chapel, and, after leaving there, proredded to
the armory. In the armory the wisitor could
wander around between many stands of arma
and do many things unobserved. He could
easily have deposited a quantity of explosives
in one of the many recesses or oorners, and
sven have lighted a fuse without attracting
attention. It would be shown that the
prisoner did both. A few minutes before the
explosion he was seen in the armory, fur-
tively looking about and actiog as if he
wished to throw something away. He was
watching for an opportunity to de-
posit dyoamits, Almost immediately before
the explosion a little boy who was waadering
around between the stacks of ancient armour
noticed something burning with a faint slow
fire on the Roorin a narrow place. The boy
desortbed the fire as that of a fuse, but con-
oluded that the fuse was the caet-
away- end of s fuse pipe lighter, and
passed on, The boy had acarcely got beyond
the White Tower wall when the explosion
ocearred. Curningham had been seen a few
moments before loitering in the very place
where the boy saw the hurning fuse. The
explosion was operated from that point, as
wus clearly demonstrated by the ruins
and particularly by the large piece of
stone blown from the wall near which' the
boy saw the fire. The detonator found
among the prisoner’s effects resembled those
found in Ludgate B, Charing Cross and
Paddington railway stations after the dyna-
mite attempta ot those placea. The detonator
was an iuch long and one-eighth of an inch in
diameter. The solicitor concluded by stattng
that he hoped to beable'to produceimportant
evidence on some future occaslon,
Dr. Dupree, adviser of the government or
chemical subjects, testified tbat he had ex-
amiped the detonator found in Cunningham’s
baggage. It was acopper tube stamped with
au eagie and contained eloven and a half
yraivs of & mixture composed of potassium
wnd fulmirate of mercury. A fuse had ap-
parently been fixed tothe detonator, as a hole
1o the tobe indicated some auch attachment.
During the examination Cuvniogham gjat-
ed that when he resided in the United States
he lived in Franklin street, New York city,
and worked a3 & Iaboreron the Morgan steam-
ship line docks nnd as ufreight handler in
the Pepnsylvanin Ruilway depot.
Mr. Quilliam asked that he be allowed the
privilege of an interview with the prisuuer.
