Ozhers have aseribed the feilare of a re-
prieve to the rascality of the Rouges, who
sought to make political capital out of the
unfortunate Metia leader, and by their
hypocritical movements set on foot counter
action in the sister province, This seems
plausible; hut to be perfectly fair I must
say that neither Orange bitterness, Grit per-
versity, Bleu brundering, nor Rouge rascality
occusioned the execation of Riel, The true
aolution of thia problem must be mought
in the words of the venerable pastor of St.
Patrick’s church, Father Dowd, who stated in
his memorable sermen, speaking of Riel,
that ** a8 the lender of eavage tribes and
semi-civilized half-breeds, who had fo be
taught respect for the law and constituled
outhorities, the Government had taken the
responsibility of making him suffer the death
penalty.” This was an unbiassed and, I
think, a statesmanlike view of the subjoct,
and one that will commend itaelf to all who
have neither personal nor political purposes
to sorve in displacing the issue on this snbject
to grounds that are likely to produce sectional
and sectarian animosities.
