2. As soon ‘as the ratifications of the
United States of America, of His Ma-
Jesty the King of Great Britain, Ireland
and the British Dominions beyond the
Seas, Emperor of India, in respect of
each and all of the Members of the Brit-
ish- Commonwealth of Nations as enum-
erated in the preamble of the & present
Treaty, and of His Majesty the Emp-.
eror of Japan have been deposited, the
Treaty shall come into force in respect
of the said High Contracting Parties.

On the date of the coring ‘into force
referred to in the preceding paragraph,
Parts I, II;' IV and V of the present
Treaty will come into foree in respect
of the French Republic and the King-
dom of Italy if their ratifications have
been deposited at that date; otherwise
these Parts will come “into force in re-
spect of each of those Powers on the
deposit of its ratification. .

4. The rights and obligations result-

‘ing from Part IIT of the present Treaty

are limited to the High Contracting

Parties mentioned in paragraph 2 of
~this' ‘Article. The High Contracting

Parties. will agree as to the date on

_which, and the conditions under which,

the obligations assumed under the said
Part ITI by the High Contracting Parties
mentioned in paragraph 2 of this Article
will bind them in relation to France and
Italy; such agreement will determine at
the same time the corresponding obliga-
tions of France and Italy in relation to
the other High Contracting Parties.

ArticLe 25.

After the deposit of the ratifications
of all the High Contracting Parties, His
Majesty’s Government in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland will communicate the provisions
inserted in Part IV of the present Treaty
to all Powers which are not signatories
