They had agreed to evacuate 
a position which was, in fact, 
over the cease-fire line. They 
did in fact withdraw that 
afternoon but they reoccupied 
the place that night. The UN 
did get a little hardnosed and 
said, 'No way.' One of our 
companies was warned that 
they would occupy the posi­
tion and we were set to go in 
but at the last minute they 
withdrew and everything 
settled down again."
