EXCHANGE OF NOTES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CUBA CONSTITUTING
AN AGREEMENT RENEWING THE 1973 AGREEMENT BETWEEN
CANADA AND CUBA ON HIJACKING OF AIRCRAFT AND VESSELS
AND OTHER OFFENCES

Sir, Havana, October 3, 1979

I have the honour to refer to discussions which have taken place recently
between representatives of our two Governments concerning the Agreement between
the Government of Canada and the Government of the Republic of Cuba on Hijack-
ing of Aircraft and Vessels and other Offences signed at Ottawa on February 15,
1973 and which expired on February 14, 1978.

In light of these discussions, the Government of Canada now proposes the
renewal of the Agreement referred to above for a term of five years commencing on
February 15, 1978.

If the foregoing is acceptable to the Government of the Republic of Cuba, I
have the honour to propose that this Note, which is authentic in English and French,
and your reply to that effect shall constitute an Agreement between our two Govern-
ments to renew the Agreement on Hijacking of Aircraft and Vessels and other
Offences for a term of five years, with effect from February 15, 1978. It is further
proposed that the present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of your reply.
