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Republic of Korea and the Unified Command, between any one of the natioin the UJnited Nations Command, and the Republic of Korea, between t]Unified Comimand or any one of the nations in the United Nations Command ainationals of the Republic of Korea or other persons residing or owning properin the Republic of Korea, or dlaims arising out of private commercial contraci
2. "Utilities services" includes but is nlot limaited to the operation and wio! transportation and commnunications facilities and systenis, and the operaticand use or consumption of electricity, gas, water, steam, heat, light, and powehowever produced, and sewage disposai.

ARTICLE II

1. This agreement is limited to dlaims and counterclaims arising frorthe rendition of utilities services as defined in Article I hereof.
2. This agreement shal nlot apply to dlaims arîsing out of the econoriassistance programs and out of the furnishing to the Republie of Korea milita',forces o! material and common use items.

ARTICLE III

1. The Republie of Korea forever releases and agrees to hold harmile5ithe United States of America, in its capacity as the Unified Comumand and 0rits own behaif, and the governments of those nations furnishîng milit3i'ýforces or field hospitals to the Unified Command, and their nationals, from ailyand ail dlaims arising from the rendition o! utilities services in Korea, incidie'to the action to repel aggression in Korea, during the period from 25 June 1950to and including 30 September 1955, against the Unified Command, .the goverfrments of those nations furnishing mulitary forces or field hospitals to theUnifled Command, or their nationals, by the Republic o! Korea, nationals 01the Republic of Korea, or other persons owning property, rendering services,or residing in Korea.
2. The United States of Arnerica, in its capacity as the Unified Comrm8'nand on its own behaif, and the governinents of those nations furnishing militar1forces or field hospitals to the Unified Command forever release and agree to hlharmless the Republie of Korea and its nationals frorn any and ail dlaims arisi»lgfrom the rendition o! utilities services in Korea, incident to the action to repelaggression in Korea, during the period 25 June 1950 to and including 30September 1955 against the Republic of Korea, or its nationals, by the Ufn1tedStates of Anierica, in its capacity as the Unified Command and on its OW"nbehalf or the governmients of those nations furnishing xnilitary forces orfilhospitals to the Unified Command, and their nationals.

3. The United States of America, in its capacity as the Unified on2dand on its own behalf, and the goverfiments of those nations furnishing mniita'-'forces or field hospitals to the Unified Command, and the Republic of KÇOreagree to the settiement o! ail dlaims and counterclaims arising froni the rnition o! utilities services in Korea for the period 1 October 1955 te and includ0%e30 June 1957 by payment o! $7,250,000 which will be made by the respectiýrresponsible governments to the Republic of Korea. The obligation to reintbUrsethe Republic of Korea will be the responsibility of the respective reaponsiS*egovernments, who will settie on ternis and in currencies to be agreed upon.
