
(b) An Administration nnÎaigSreoso eonzn
orgniztios**toconduct surveys shall, as a minimum,empower any nomninated surveyor or recognized organization

to:

(il requfre a ship that it survey to comply with the
provisions of Annex 1; and

(i) carry out surveys if requested by the appropriate
authorities of a port State that is a Party to this
Convention.

(c) When the Administration, a nominated surveor, or a
recognized organization determines that the ship's anti-fouling
system does flot conformn either to the particulars of a
Certificate required under regulation 2 or 3, or to the
requirements of this Convention, snch Administration,
surveyor or organization shall immediately ensure that
corrective action is taken to bring the ship into compliance. A
surveyor or organization shail also ini due course notifS' the
Administration of any such determination. If the required
corrective action is flot taken, the Administration shail be
notifled forthwith and it shahl ensure that the Certificate is not
lssued or is withdrawn as appropriate.

(d) In the situation described in subagrp (c), if the ship isin
the port of another Party, the appropriate authorities of the port
State shall be notified forthwith. When the Administration, a
nominated surveyor, or a recognized organization lias notified
the appropiate authorities of the port State, the <3overnment
of the port State concerned shall give sucli Administration,

sureyo, o oganzatonany necessary assistance to carry out
their obligations uer tbis regulation, including any action
described in article 11 or 12.
