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it the Hon. Mr. Abbott will be present. We will clear up those matters at 4
o’clock tomorrow afternoon and we shall ask Mr. Rasminsky to attend also
in case anything else should come up.

Mr. JackmaN: May I just suggest that because of the necessity for the
--presence of Mr. Abbott, as well as the rest of us it will have to be when the
budget resolutions are not under discussion. Will you make sure the time
does not conflict with that?

The Cuammman: I shall be glad to. 4 o’clock tomorrow.
