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in this way be made to the problem of unemployment 
in this large industrial city, with its admixture of 
races, its manufacturing plants, its seaport associa­
tions , its pronounced seasonal unemployment periods, 
and the many other phases in which it différé from 
other places in Canada but at the same time furnishes 
a cross-section of Canadian urban life not to be found 
elsewhere.

I do not believe that there 
has yet been made in Canada a study of unemployment 
and all that is involved.

I am writing to Sir Josiah
Stamp along these same lines.

Do you think it would be 
possible to secure the services of a first-class 
Direotor for a year, for, say, fifteen hundred pounds? 
And, if not, how much would it require and whom can 
you recommend?
