The remalnder, let us say about 100 in number, are boys, many of
whom do not go furthe vith thelr education, and the remainder have
t0 Turnish all the facultles of McCcGlll, Arts, Law, Mealclne, Science,
pentistry, as well as agriculture,

In 1914-15, We had an entry of 61 students (freshnmen). Had
matriculation been in force for students at that time we should
have had four students from rural QuebeC and ten from the city,
as this was the number who had their matriculation standing.

It 1s significant that the decrease in numbers came
immedlately after the matriculation requirement was imposed,
entry the year after the war was ended was 51.

The entry the three previous Years was influenced by the

war, and the entry the year was started was 61.

I Can see no evidence that thls state of affairs 1s due
to the "College not belng kept before the rural puclict,

With reference to inaividual effort, it seems to me taat
