, f on’The seventh annual conference of the 
Canadian Hospital Association was 
brought to a close last evening when 
tile visiting delegates were tendered a 
reception In the lecture hall at the 
-Nurse's Home at the Toronto General 
Hospital, after one of the most success­
ful conventions in the history of the 
association.

Yesterday afternoon’s session was 
featured by the paper on “Two Indis­
pensable combinations In Hospital 
Work,” given by Rev. A. S. Kavanagh, 
IX D„ superintendent of the Methodist 
Episcopal Hospital, of Brooklyn, N.Y.

“The first part of the combination 
li the reticent, elusive grace of patience, 
which Is so necessary In hospital work, 
If we aim to make a success of it, but 
which many of us lock. The other 
two main parts iri the combination of 
efficiency are exactness and perser- 
verance. Laxity, unkept promises and 
procrastination, always spoil failure ln- 
hospital work," said Dr. Kavanagh.

He then went on to describe In de­
tail the component parts of the com­
bination that would make the hospital 
successful to the highest degree. The 
chief part of the combination was 
proper bookkeeping, which is just as 
essential in a hospital as In a bank. 
Another part of this combination was 
the keeping of a correct history of 
each case, which must be placed in 
the office at the time of the discharge 
of the patient. Business methods In an 
institution had far-reaching effects. 
The organization of the professional 
work was another element In this com­
bination. In this regard, Dr. Kava­
nagh said the Idealists would appoint 
a physician-in-chlef and have all 
others associates. As a rule, the sur­
geons are Independent and want to re­
main so.
