Meetmg Decides That Town-

W. F. Maclean, M.P., Promis-
es to Attend Meeting and
Support Proposal.

W. F, Maclean, M.P., Ald.-elect H, H.
Ball and R. Barker of the township coun-
cil attended a meeting of the Todmorden
Relief Committee in St. Andrew’s Hall
last ‘night. A number of ratepayers were
present. and ways and means of provid-
ing employment for the large ntumber of
unemployed men in the district was en-
thusiastically discussed, terminating in
the ‘appointment of a commlttee 4o wait
on the township council on Monday af-
ternbon to lay before them a proﬁbsé
for a bYaw appropriating about $100,000
for works necessary in the township for
the relief of the unemployed.

My. Ball pointed out that there were
works - which could be gone on with in
the township, and. stated that by a mill
on the dollar $22,000 could be raxsed and
works commenced,

p Should Lay Sewers.

W. F. Maclean, M.P., suggecsted that
sewers on Don Mills road, Pape avenue,
Leslic street and a part of Woodbine
avenile were quite possible. Tie was of
the opinion that about $20,000 could be
raised for sewers on these streets, ap-
proximately half of the sum being paid
away in labor.

‘Ha suggested that a bylaw for the ap-
propriation of $100,000 be passed by the
towaship council for works thruout the
township to help the unemployed. if
there was any legal bar to chis proceed-
ing.' they should ask the Hon, W. H.
Hearst, Premier of Ontario, to enact leg<
islation wvalidating the bylaw.

Swansea Ratepayers Urge
Township Council to

Take Action.
ANNEXATION DISCUSSED

Claim That City's Agreement
With Home Smith is
Valid.

The opening address of President

Donald J. McBeth at the Swansea
Ratepayers’ Association meeting last
night outlined in an interesting way
some of the work to be taken up
during the year.

One step towards postal delivery had
already been taken in the naming and
numbering of the streets.

The question of unemployment he
wanted to see handled in a big way by
the township counecil. . The question
was a vital one, for, he sald, “it seems
to be a crime to live in Swansea, for
the men of Swansea were denied the
privilege of working in the city.” The
association should therefore take ac-
tion to induce the council to go further
than they had done, especially in the
grading of Windermere avenue and in
the carrying of the grading of College
and Thomsorn streets to a satisfactory
conclusion.

He would like to see a sidewalk on
Windermere avenue carried up to
Bloor street and sidewalks -on side
streets . from Windermere to Ellis
avenue, so that; thce residents would
be able to get to the new Bloor street
car line.

The petition for annexation  had
been presented to the city hall. and it
fell to the city, he said, to make the
next move.

Annexation Petitions.

The appli-
cation had already been granted beéfore
this 12-inch main had been laid; and
when laid, a connection had beem put
in coming south on Windérmere
avenue, and Mr. McBeth thought a re-
newed application would lead to the
laying of the supply, in the spring.

UNDER DISCUSSION;

Trustee Hopkins States Why
He Asked for Investiga-
tion Order.

“HANDS OFF HIGH PARK”

Strong Protest Against Pro-
posed Site for Open
Air School.

At the Ward Seven -Ratepayers’ As-
sociation meeting in the Annette
Street School last night the matter of
H. IE. Lee was again brought up. Trus-
tee Dr. Hopkins was asked by a rate-
payer if he had looked into the teach-
er's record hefore asking fm an inves-
tigation.

“I - always view with a certain
amount of contempt anonymous com-
munications,” said the doctor, “but in
this case after hearing the teacher's
replies to the principal's questions, 1
felt that in a British schocl where
British children are being trained,
there was no place for a man with
such views as he there expressed and
therefore asked for an immediate in-
vestigation.”

This explanation was greeted with
applause with one exception, The
member said he had questioned his
own child, who had heard notking pro-
German.

“In - order\ to be fair. replied the
irustee, “Mr. Rogers_ eagked for chil-
dren to be sent for from the room in
question and obtained intelligent re-

plies to his questions, which showed |

the investigation sntirely warranted”
(Hear, hear.)

“No place for hinn” cried a vaice.

President D’Arcy. Hinds here.found
it necessary to qulet a Socialist at the
back of the room who had given vent
to a cry of “Shut up.” “We won’t have
any talk like that here,” said the presi-
dent. “Next time you ge. out.” (Re-
newed applause.)

High Park Schooi.

The issuigg of a permit to the board
of education for the erection of a
school for weak children in Hig Park
was dealt with in the following reso-
lution, which was unanimously adopt-
ed: *““That this association confer and
endeavor to work in unison with simi-
lax dssm‘iatitms iu the city to strongly
protest against the principle involved,
and the precedent established in the
leasing of a section of High Patk to
the bhoard of education for the purpose
of erecting a schocl for-weak children,
and advise the purchase by the board*
of a suitable site elsewhere outside the
city parks.”

Many ratepayers. spoke
against the propised building.

“High Park is one of the finest parks
in Canada,” said Wallis Fisher. “In
the granting of a permit to erect a
building there the council is establisi-
ing a precedent wnich cannot justly he
set aside. - In time there will be no-
thing to prévent any civie ‘institution
or even private eorporiation from also
violating park territory in the same
manner.”

Hands O High Park.

“Hands off High Park,” said Dr.
Hopking. “Our park shouid he kept
for the people and it would indeed be
a aangercus precedent to erect a school
there.
