be closed and the lights extinguished
*t 1.30 A.M., except on Sundays,
when the hour of closing shall be
midnight. It shall be the duty of
the waiters in attendance to announce
the hour of 1 1. 30 r m. on Sundays, and
1 o'clock A.M. on all other days, in
each room then occupied by members,
and all such members are required to
leave the Club before the time fixed
for closing and putting out the lights
under a penalty of ten dollars. The
servants on duty at the time of closing
the Club must report to the Secretary
the names of members remaining in
the Club after such time, on pain of
dismissal.
