So far as we can Judge, how­
ever, the amount of the reserve to­
morrow will be £25,600.000. and when 
we deduct the sum of. £10.000,000, which 
has to be set aside against the Japan­
ese balance, the total is none too 
large, considering the autumn with­
drawals to Scotland. Just as a be­
ginning the Stock Exchange was fully 
prepared for a rise In the bank rate 
last week, ao there will be no sudden 
collapse In prices."

THE T. BATON COMPANY.
Then the case around which the 

deepest Interest centred was called, 
viz., that of T. Eaton & Co. Mr.

It developed that the fixtures, such 
as cash conveyer, electric light plant 
and other machinery, as well as 
horses and wagons, were not Included 
In the statement, and It was ultimate­
ly agreed to adjourn the appeals until 
Monday next in order to get a state­
ment of the value of them. It was 
also Intimated that the personal ap­
pearance of Mr. Eaton would be re­
quired.

Gordon, Mackay & Co- satisfied the 
Court that the assessment of 8200,000 
on personalty was too high, and It 
was accordingly reduced to $176,000. 
SOME UNSUCCESSFUL APPEALS.

A DOUBTFUL IMPROVEMENT.
The Parks and Gardens Committee 

met yesterday afternoon and Chair­
man Hallam presented for approval 
a plan prepared by the Park Com­
missioner. snowing the bridle path on 
Queen-street-avenue as It la with the 
proposed fringe of sod separating it 
from the roadway, and also the alter­
native plan, by which all the expendi­
ture made upon the present bridle 
path will be thrown away; new sod 
will be purchased to take the place 
of that which was two months ago 
plowed under, and the sod now on the 
east side of the avenue, adjoining 
University-street, will be plowed un­
der to make a new bridle path. The 
chairman also explained that it was 
proposed to construct a cinder path 
for wheels, to remove old
trees, prune others and gener­
ally to fix up the avenue and
make it more attractive than at pre­
sent.

The other members gf the committee 
were not prepared to Jump at a decis­
ion too rapidly, and they will meet at 
the avenue at 9.80 and go over the 
ground.

The committee drifted Into a dis­
cussion of the relative capabilities of 
several men In the employ of the de­
partment and the action of aldermen 
In giving applicants for work notes 
to the foremen In charge of the vari­
ous works. The chairman commented 
severely upon the practice, but Aid. 
Leslie and Preston, in vigorous lan­
guage, expressed their determination 
to assert their prerogative when 
spec table men, with families, who 
were in need, applied to them, by giv­
ing them a certificate of character to 
any foreman In order that they might 
obtain a few days’ work,

ALD. HALLAM’S WINK.
The chairman maintained his posi­

tion for a short time, but ultimately 
fell from grace and declared that If 
the other aldermen did It he would 
do so also.

Aid. LesHe laughed and remarked 
that he thought the chairman had 
already got on more men than any­
body else. He might not write letters 
to the commissioner, but a “wink" 
was all that was necessary In his case.

The chairman fought for some time 
to have changes made In the men 
at the Queen’s Park, asserting that 
the foreman was getting too high 
wages for the work he does, and be­
cause of his age.
