Guns Have Been Mounted and Chin­

ese Could Blow Up Forelsn Set­
tlements In 12 Hoars.

London, July 20.—The Dally Mall prints 
a cablegram from ith Shanghai correspond­
ent, which says that tbe foreign settle­
ments of that dty are full ot auspicious 
characters, and In tbe native quarters a 
continually Increasing number of armed 
Chinese are arriving from the north.
