The manner of the éxecutionér was
one of the real startling featurés in |
evidence fhA the jail yard. He soemedl
fterribly neérvous and keenly alive tol
the character of the setvice he was
about to perform. Perhaps it is to the
man’s credit that he was excited to a
degree. He seemed to want to talk to
some one constantly prior to the éxe-
eution, and he could not be still a
moment. When he sprung the trap
that launched a soulinto eternity he
rushéd rapidly inté the interior of the
jail and paced upf and down the corrf:
Gor until his services were again re-|
quired. In one breath the Hangman!
seemed to desire to impress upon those !
present his perfect Indifference to emo-
tion, and in the nevt breath his tactics
thanged to the opposite position.

Pekin, July 18.—The Throne has is-
sued orders to Sir Robert Hart, Im-
perial Commissioner of Maritime Cus-
toms, to remiti omly the excess of
former ocollections of native customs
toward the payment of the Indemnity
to the powers.
