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BRADSTREET’'S COMMENT
ON LAST WEEK’S DECLINE

Créations of New Capital and Securities Keep Buyers Out

of the Speculative Market-

--A Comparison of 1906 and

1907 Prices up to the Close of Last Week.

(Bradstreet’s, Saturday)

Although extensive liquidation did not
acompany the general and sharp decline
which was seen in New York stock mar-
ket quotations during the present week,
there was, nevertheless, ample evidence
that considerable holdings of the higher
priced railway stocks were disposed of
for the account of spaculators who had
become hopeless as to the maintenance of
exaggerated values for such - securities.
Wall street, in fact, appears to be growing
. pessimistic regarding the situation. Con-
tinued large emissions of new stock, bonds
or short-time notes by railroad and other
corporations create more or less of a feel-
ing of timidity on the part of investors
and bearishness among professional specu-
lators. The question which the street is
disposed to ask is, whether the railroad
and other companies which are putting
out this great mass of new securities with
which to financ: improvement work will
be able to show net earnings on the pres-
ent scale should there be)a check to the
general -prosperity of the country; with a
~falling off in railroad traffic and a de-
creased demand for the products of the
industrial organizations. Under such cir
cumstances the stock market would na-
turally tend to become bearish in senti-
ment even though the declines continue to
be, on the whols, moderate and gradual,
and are checked from time to time, as
was the case in the middle of the present
week, by covering on the part of “the al-
ready much extended short interest, which
was prompt to buy in against its contracts
for a time and equally ready to put them
out again.

The week has, however, seen the lowest
prices since the opening of the year,
quotations in some cases being as much
as fifteen points below the high figures of
only a month ago. The following tabula-

above, is undoubtedly a° consequence ‘‘of
the" present enormous creations of new
capital and securities.

‘He Says  Corruption Exists

' (Ottawa Citizen).
" A large assembiage of young men were

| Y. M. C. A. yesterday, afternoon. to near

 the very able lecture by Herbert: B. ames;
M. P., of Montreal. The subject was
Canada's- National Assets and National
Perils. .

“Every nation in the past and the pre-
sent has, for better or for worse, exerted
an  influence upon the history of the
world,” he began, “and there is no rea-
gon ‘why a streng young country like ours
should not eontribute to an uplifting in-
fluence.”. As to the assets, he pointed out
that Canada - had enormous natural re-
gources and a system of government sta-
ble;  yet elastic and always ready for re-
form, ‘whies, in fact, could hardly be im-
praved upon, while the spirit of the peo-
ple- was ‘all that could be desired. ~ In-
difference to corruption in elections and
in government work was the great nation-
al -danger,” he pointed - out—indifference
not due to contentedness with such condi-
tions; but because of lack of emergy to
stamp it out rather thanlack of desire ior
a remedy. © Despite this, however, Mr.
Ames declared the moral sense of the
people still remained true and if any-
thing were proven to be corrupt the peo-
ple would arise and assert themselves as
they had done with the late. goveram:nt
in Ontario and at an earlier period, with
a government in the province of Qu:o:e.
They would do as in the United S.ates
when great reformers of late Lid fre-
quently upheld by the great’ ianss
of . people; although turned down bv their
{own phrties. “I believe,” said he, “tnat
we Have lan honest patriotism - running
through our veins and this is a- great na-
tional asset if we would only take full ad-
vantage of it.”

In opening,’ Mr. Ames took stock of
the national assets, which he divided un-
der three heads—natural resources, form
of: government, and the spirit of the peo-
ple. Taking these into consideration, he
proceeded to inquire if on an analysis of
them 'all was well with the Canadian na-
tion.

As to the natural resources of the coun-
try, Mr. Ames said that they were so
well known to everyonc. that it was use-
less to dwell upon them. Canada’s re-
sourcas were such, he said, that every-
one could not but consider themselves for-
tunate to have been born here or to have
come to Canada.

One danger today was the growing sep-
aration between- the parliament and the
people.

Another - danger was the growing indif-
ference to the value of the ballot. A cen-
tury ago, English ‘parliament’ was repre:
sented only by a small privileged class,
which was. supposed to contain the best
thought of the nation. Gradually it was
felt that this was imperfect and the fran-
chise was -extended until today practically
every capable man over the age of twenty
one is a voter. This spread of the fran-
chise has led first to an indifference as to
the franchise itself, and secondly to a

ives and the represented. ‘This, to my
mind, constitutes a real national peril,”
continued Mr. Ames.

Dealing with the corruption, Mr. Ames
said that although we heard a great deal
of this in politics, we did not hear half
of the truth. The reason for this wide-
spread corruption was that the people un-:
dervalued the franchise. They did not|
realize that the man who stole a vote was
the greatest criminal the country could,
produce. People remembered vaguely ofl
the past struggles to win the franchise and |
would not permit it to be taken away,
yet every time. a division by corruption
was practically defranchised, every time
by stuffing voters’ lists, bogus or switched
ballots, or by personation an honest ma-
jority was overcome by a dishonest minor-
ity it should call for the same effusion
of popular indignation—but it did not.
“I think,” said Mr. Ames, “that we should
all feel the-disgrace that rests on Can-
ada today in the matter of corrupt elec-
tions, and that each one so far as our
responsibility and capacity lies should do
our utmost to eradicate it. It is action' we
need. The heart of the people is true. If
evils exist it is because we are too sleepy
and indifferent and not because we do not

want them remedied.”
