Canadians Censtruct Huge Ware­
houses and Workshops on Coast 
of Fraace

Stewart Lyon, correspondent of Cana­
dian Press with the Canadian forces, 
sends the following: Taking advantage
of a lull in the operations, I have spent A Plague for Russia 
a short time, at certain points on and 
near the coast, where a large part of 
the business administration of our ar­
mies in France is centred. At one of 
these, where a Canadian Forestry com­
pany has to do with the woodworking 
side of things, I saw warehouses and 
workshops on a scale that probably is 
unparalleled in the world. One of the 
sheds in which foodstuffs for man and 
beast, medical supplies and parcels for 
soldiers from friends are housed, await­
ing despatch to the front, Is almost half 
a mile In length by a hundred yards 
wide. More than 1,000 men, chiefly 
negroes from the West Indies and Kaf­
firs from South Africa! ,are required to 
handle the goods passing through this 
one shed, yet it looks almost deserted.
The setting free of men fit to fight, and 
the utilization of the unfit men, wo­
men and coolie labor is an important 
part of the work of the management in 
every branch.

For instance, there are very efficient 
machinists and construction ironwork­
ers. These are especially employed in 
■bridgebuilding and similar work. Speedy 
replacement of wrecked bridges Is most 
Important to an army campaigning In 
Flanders, that land of innumerable 
small water-courses. The engineer In 
charge told me that in less than three 
hours from the receipt of orders to re­
place any bridge up to a 75-foot span 
he could have a ready-made bridge, 
taken from the stock on hand, loaded 
on cars and en route to the front. Soon 
bridges of 120 feet of a span, capable 
of carrying the weight of the tanks, ns 
well as the heaviest guns, would be 
kept in stock, he said. In the- other In­
dustrial services the same uptodateness 
was found.

Perhaps the most interesting of all the 
operations carried on at this base is the 
work of the salvage department. After 
every battle thousands of sets of equip­
ment, In a more or less damaged Condi­
tion, are found in the dressing stations 
or removed from the bodies of tlie dead 
before their burial. Covered with mud 
stains, often with blood, this great mass 
of equipment is sent down to the base to 
be renovated. I saw the whole process, 
from the fumigation of everything in the 
original packages to the assembling of 
all the parts, cleaned and repaired for re­
issue.

The work is done by hundreds of 
French and Belgian women and girls, 
many of them war widows to whom this 
means of earning a living is the door of 
hope.

10-17 German strategy with regard to Rou- 
mania appears to have been dictated by 
two motives. The flrst and obvious one 
was the possession, by Germany, of the 
great grain and oil supplies of her little 
enemy. These were sadly needed and 
speedily acquired. Then Germany, 
through all her creatures about the Czar, 
wished to use the Roumanian disaster to 
impress upon him the necessity of a 
separate peace, or perhaps to produce 
throughout Russia a sentiment in favor 
of ending the war. The 'first part of the 
programme was carried out; the second 
part failed. The Czar did not sue for a 
separate peace, and perhaps it was for 
that reason that Germany then fomented 
the revolution which has given her some 
of the fruits of a separate peace. The 
correspondence in the hands of Mr. Le 
Queux does not represent the Czar as a 
traitor to Russia. If he were, there was 
no need for Rasputin’s operations. The 
Czar merely appears as a weak-minded 
ruler misled by his wife and by nearly 
everyone else in whom he trusted.

FURTHER PLANS FOR DRIVE 
FOR BRITISH RED CROSS FONDS

THE KING’S DAUGHTERS.The citizens’ committee in charge of 
the plans for the canvass for funds for 
the British Red Cross, met this morning, 
with F. A. Dykeman presiding and R. 
G. Schofield acting as secretary.

The Boy Scouts will be asked to un­
dertake the collections in outlying dis­
tricts and, if the school board approves, 
the children will be given an opportun­
ity to contribute through their teachers. 
It was decided also to have the two 
ambulances stationed at prominent cor­
ners in charge of Red Cross nurses who 
will accept contributions.

The arrangements for the canvass of 
places of bustnezs aryl dwellings were 
completed, the city being divided into 
districte which wilt be visited by about 
fifty citizens as collectors.

There are five circles with a 
membership ranging frbm about fifteen 
to fifty, doing charitable work, providing 
food, fuel, clothing, etc., meeting to sew 
for infants, children and Red Cross; each 
earning and dispersing its own funds.

These circles together with individual 
members form The City Union, which 
conducts a boarding house for girls, in 
receipt of small salaries. Here the young 
girl, usually a stranger, finds » safe, 
comfortable, Christian home at lowest 
possible rates. It would take time and 
space to give any adequate idea of the 
ministries of this home and of the 
many, many women travelling, and 
otherwise, who have here found a kindly 
welcome, especially when friendless and 
without funds.

This boarding home is essentially the 
work of the Y. W. C. A., but there was 
none in our city, and the need great, so 
The ‘King’s Daughters have tried as 
best they could to carry on the work. 
Because they realize as no others can 
how great, now tremendous, the need, 
they are most desirous of seeing a strong, 
well equipped Y. W. C. A., which will 
take over and greatly enlarge the work 
which they have been doing.

The war has hit us hard, first by the 
discontinuance of the government grant 
of five hundred dollars paid for our care 
of immigrant girls, and, secondly, tho 
soaring of prices of fuel, food, and other 
necessities.

It has thus ‘become imperative for us 
to appeal to- the citizens, asking their 
co-operation and assistance in helping us 
to “carry on" until such time as the 
Y. W. C. A. is ready to take over this 
all important work.
