Fighting tuberculosis pays in hard 
cash. It pays ah insflrante company 
and its policy holders to have risks live 
longer. It pays a town to have fewer 
workers on the sjck list. The South 
Framingham campaign cost only $2.40 
per capita, and the town* was spending 
$2 per capita for health work before 
it began. ,

There was no magic and little medi­
cine in the demonstration. It was the 
duty of the doctor to catch the disease 
before it'got too long a start in any 
cale. Then its transmission to others 
could be prevented, and the patients 
often cured by “extensive pasteurization 
of milk and personal hygiene, with at­
tention to exercise, rest, recreation and 
moderation in all things.”
