Toronto, Feb. 25—Charles Swayse, M.
P. P. for Niagara Falls, Ont, will be
the Labor whip in the Ontario legisla-
ture. The selection was made yester-
day at a caucus of the L.abor members
here.

It was agreed to ask for the abolition
of the property qualification for candi-'
dates for .municipal offices; for the ap-
pointment of a commission to investigate
the feasibility of an eight-hour day; for
the pensions to include a mother who
has only one child, and for the provin-
cial government to bear the expense of
administering mothérs' pensions instead
of having the municipalities share in the
expense. :

Amendments to the Workmen’s Com-
pensation act wanted by the Labor mem-
bers include an increase of the general
eompensation; pensions to be paid to
the widows of skilled workmen made
equal so that widows whose husbands
were killed prior to April 1 last, get an,
equal amount to those widowed since
then, instead of $20 and $30 a month
respectively, as under the act at present,
that 'is, all' to be paid $30 a month.
