SETTLERS AND WOMEN
(Canadian Finance.)

There is a very pronounced feeling
abroad against the importation of United
States products. This feeling is prompt-
ed by the adverse and heavy exchange
rate prevailing between the two coun-
tries. Importations from the south are
of various kinds but there is one particu-
lar class which is an exception to the
general rule. Our American cousins are
exporting ready-made farmers to Canada
ir great numbers and, needless to say, no
objection is being raised to these im-
portations, provided the said farmers are
prepared to abide by the rules and re-
gulations pertaining to Canadian citizen-
ship. One of the advanced parties of
these new settlers arrived in Winnipeg
last week. The party consisted of sev-
enty-four persons, all from Livingstone
county, Illinoi$, and they are all going on
the land.

While we are glad to welcome these
newcomers to our midst and. as many
more of their friends as care to come,
there is still a feeling lurking hack of
our hearts that we would like to welcome
just as many farmers of grod British
stock. We need men on the land and
the British farmer is a splendid type
a class of settler ‘we require for this
great Western country—solid, substan-
tial and persevering. As our old friend,
Sir Marry Lauder, often says: “Ye can-
na beat ’em,” and in saying this we have
no desire to disparage the American
farmer. These American new-comers
are live, go-ahead enthusiasts who will
do their share in building up this coun-
try—the mere fact that they decided to
come to Canada is evidence of the’good
judgment which they are possessed of.

There is another class of immigrant
that Canada is in need of —British wo-
men. We Canadians should be interested
to know that the Dominion government
is making a special effort to encourage
the emigration of British women to this
country. This is a land of men and as
a result we have many problems which
would not be so burdensome if we had
more of the “better half” of humanity
in our midst. Men would stay on the
land if they could make homes on the
farms instead of existing like hermits.
Our floating population would not float
so much if this was a land of homes in-
stead of a land of men. We need home-
builders and nation-builders. Where
shall we get them? Will this country
amount to anything really worth while
until we get more of that stabilizing and
uplifting influence which woman alone
can give? We need these nation-builders
to restore our national balance.
