actual service. The Neptune is owned by
Wm. Thomson Co. and will be com-j
manded by Capt. Thes. Clark. She was'
i built at Port Greville by the Graham Co.!
and was constructed of Bay Shore spruce
Land oal, with a birch bottom. The fasten-
ings are all galvanized, while the hull was/|
caulked with one thiread of cotton andj
fthree threads of oakum. The tug is 86 feet
in length and has a length of beam of 20,
feet and 6 inches, The depth of the hold is;
10 feet. She has a cavrying capacity of 39
tons of water for ballast aad use in boilers|
aud for 24 tons of coal on deck. |

The engine was supplied and fitted by:
the St. John Iron Works Company. The
propeller and steam steering gear was im-
ported from England. The shatting, 30 feet
in length, and the cranks were sent from
New Glagzow. The engine has a cylinder
of- 24 1-2 inches 1n diameter, has a 22 inch
stroke and carries 100 pounds of steam to
the squave inch. 'The engine has a capacity
of 360 Lorse power or about 60 h. p. great-
er than the last Neptune.

The boat is fitted with a heavy fire pump
for protection purposes, throwing 300 gal-
lons per minute. The other pumps include
a general service, a circulation, for retain-
ing an even temperature in the boiler, and
two engine pumps, one tor work about the
boiler and the other for the bilge in case
of making water. There are also feed in-
jectors tor the boiler and the bilge. She is
registered as capable of carrying 300 pas-
sengers.
