It is well 
kown that the Globe has done its best to 
injure the dock scheme, and has given 
no support whatever to the interests of 
St John in this matter. It Is quite 
fitting that the Globe should act this 
part because it is well known to he not 
only hostile to SL John but also to the 
interests of the province. The same is 
true of the Son which has the interests 
of Halifex and not of this city at heart:

The Gazette is authorized to give the 
most emphatic denial to the story of any 
arrangement having been made between 
Mr. Leary and Mr. Van Slooten. Mr. 
Leary we understand, will he in the 
city in a day or two and will be ready to 
submit a proposition to the council which 
we believe will result in the immediate 
construction of wharf accomodation 
sufficient to ansser the urgent needs 
of this port. We are notât present in a 
position to give exact details, hot we 
believe it will be found that Mr. Leary’s 
proposition will embrace a system of 
wharves and warehouses with an eleva­
tor, excluding the dry dock, against which 
so strenuous a fight has been made, and 
which so many people declare is not 
needed. We believe, as we have always 
believed, that the dry dock is 
to the interests of the port and that St. 
John cannot expect to do any large 
amount of in-tranait trade without a dry 
dock. But, in the meantime, it is very 
clear that wharves are absolutely neces­
sary* and these wharves must 
ed .before the snow of next w;
We understand that Mr. Leary is pre­
pared to build the necessary wharves 
and warehouses before that time, in 
order that SL John may have a chance 
of trying its fortune against Halifax as 
the winter port of Canada.

The only alternative to Mr. Leary’s 
plan is one which has met with no pub­
lic support whatever, that the city 
should expend a large amount of money 

^ for the erection of its own wharves and 
warehouses. The sum to be expended 
in this way is put down at $250,000, but 
the estimates of Mr. Ferley show that no 
considerable amount of wharfage can be 
erected lor this sum, and that any sys­
tem of wharves likely to be at all satis­
factory and compte to,together with ware­
houses and an elevator, would cost no 
less than half a million of dollars. It is 
quite unnecessary to say that the bond 
holders and taxpayers of this city are not 
prepared for any such large expenditure 
and that they view with great disfavor 
any attempt to involve the city in such 
a load of indebtedness. Tlte matter has 
assumed this serious aspect, that owing 
to the political spite of certain small beer 
politicians who are seeking to advance 
their own private interests,the promotion 
of a meritorious scheme of harbor im­
provement has been delayed, and the 
people are brought to the alternative of 
either doing the work themselves and 
paying roundly for it, or accepting some 
other proposition which they consider 
may answer the temporary needs of the

Exchange of Chicago advertised in a 
Canadian paper for carpenters. The 
Secretary rules that it is a violation of 
the law for an alien carpenter to 
the United States to engage in labor in 
answer to the advertisement. The 
law prohibit» the coming of a work­
man only under contract An advertise­
ment is not a contract, and the alien 
who comes in answer to do it does not 
come under contract. It is not even an 
agreement or a promise either to give or 
accept employment The advertiser is 
under no obligation to hire the appli­
cant nor is the applicant under anv ob­
ligation to take the place. There is no 
contract or agreement, express or im­
plied, until the position is actually offer­
ed and accepted. As this is after the 
man comes to this country the law does 
not apply and is not violated.

The Herald takes the legal as well as 
tho common sense view of the situation, 
but there is neither law nor common 
sense in Secretary Windom’s position.

The Sun thinks that if we leave out 
of the question altogether the merits and 
standing of the individuals upon whom 
the society has placed its imprimatur 
as compared with the best men not so 
honored, and appeal to the record of its 
work, the organization will be found 
worthy of good words. The Sun likewise 
thinks that the list cf fellows includes 
the names of a good proportion of those 
who by general consent are the best men 
we have in their several fields of know­
ledge. This, perhaps, may be the case 
with regard to the scientific section of 
the society, and possibly also in the 
French section, but it is by no means true 
of the section of English literature, which 
is in no sense representative of the best 
writers in Canada. When the members 
were chosen to fill this section it seems 
to have been done by a little clique 
about Otlawa and without any regard to 
the fitness of those selected. We will take 
the case of the Rev. Æneas Dawson as 
an example, the said gentleman be­
ing universally voted a nuisance, 
even by his fellow members in the Eng­
lish literary section. Another Instance 
is that of the Rev. G. M. Grant, who is 
in no sense an eminent literary man, 
whatever at me of his admirers may 
think to the contrary. Dr. Grant may 
be described as a theological lawyer, or a 
legal theologian, but certainly he is not 
a distinguished writer in the ordinary 
acceptation of the term. We could name
