NATURALIZED VOTERS CHALLENG-
ED AND ARRESTED.

United Siates Marshals and Sheriff Ar-
rested by the Local Police and Put
in Jail—-Trouble Expeected.

Brpperorp, Me., March 10.—There is

great excitement here over the munici-
pal election; 100 special police officers
and 25 deputy sheriffs are on duty. The
votes of the men whose naturalization
papers were issued by the municipal
court in alleged violation of the United
States laws are being challenged in every
ward.

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Strait Shore Mission.

The new Strait Shore Baptist Mission
building is to be dedicated to morrow
evening. A short musical programme
has been arranged, and the pastors of
the various Baptist churches in the city
will take part in the dedication exer-
cises.

This Mission has been a most success-
ful one from the start. It was organized
as a Sunday-school on the 10th of Feb-
ruary, 1889. The attendance increased
rapidly.
