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OPENING OF THE 
HAYWOOD TRIAL

SEARCH FOR VICTIMS.AVALANCHES IN WASHINGTON.TWENTY-TWO LIVES LOST, STUDENTS WILL 
VISIT VICTORIA

HINDU OUTBREAK 
IS IMMINENT

HEIR TO THE 
THRONE Of SPAIN

Several Bodies Believed to Be in Ruins 
of Kansas City Building.

Valleys in Mount Baker District Are 
Piled Up With Snow.

Some of Passengers of the Portou 
Were Shot During Struggle for 

Safety.
Kansas City, Mo., May 9.—Search for 

bodies was begun at daylight this 
morning in the ruins of the Univer­
sity building at Ninth and Locust 
street, destroyed by fire yesterday. One 
body at least is known to be in the 
debris, that of Miss Aurora Wittebert, 
an artist, and it is believed that others 
may be found. The fire is still smould­
ering to-day and it will be late this 
afternoon before a thorough search can 
be made.

The known dead now number two, 
Miss Wittebert and Professor George 
Demare.

It is believed that all of the injured 
will recover.

May 9.—TheBellingham, Wash., 
mightiest avalanches ever seen in the 
Mount Baker district have tobogganed 
the mountains and swept the valleys 
of that region this year. Repeatedly 
enormous masses of snow and debris 
have rolled down the mountains leav­
ing in their wake great clouds of dust 
and snow, and cutting swaths In the 
forest many yards wide.

In the vicinity of the Post-Lambert 
mine, declares Superintendent Andrew 
Ecklund, whfi has arrived from the 
property, many of these masses of 
snow have become loosened in jagged 
heights, and tumbled to the valleys be­
low where they have piled up to a 
height of a hundred feet, 
says he has never seen f«uch exhibi­
tions in all the years he has spent in 
the Mount Baker hills, and he declares 
the avalanches as marvels, 
thunder woke the echoes of the hills, 
and they have deposited, so much snow 
in the valley that "it will tkfte all or 
practically all summer to melt the 
compressed flakes.

Montevideo, May 9.—A report from 
the scene of the wreck of the French 
steamer Portou says that 22 persons 
perished.

Some of the dead show bullet wounds, 
apparently received during a desper­
ate struggle for safety.

Boise, Idaho, May 9.—Wm. D. Hay­
wood, the first of the alleged partici­
pants in the conspiracy of revenge by 
which it is averred the assassination 
of ex-Governor Stuenenberg was plot­
ted and executed, was placed upon 
trial for his life to-day. Counsel for 
the state and prisoner entered at once 
upon the examination of talesmen, 
and kept steadily at the task for five 
hours. No talesman was accepted as 
a juror, but succesful progress was 
made, and the indications are fhftt a 
jury may be obtained by the end of 
next week.

The opening day of the trial was 
earnest and businesslike. Its chief 
feature was the absence of crowds or 
demonstrations. At no time was the 
court room more than half full, and 
the streets forming the court house 
square contained not a single loiterer. 
The case was halted shortly before 5 
o’clock by the exhaustion of the jury 
panel, a.nd an adjournment was taken 
until Monday. Meantime, the sheriff 
will summon a special venire of 100 
men. The eleven men under examina­
tion, but not yet finally accepted or 
rejected, were locked up and prill be 
closely guarded.

Haywood was brought to the' court 
room in the morning. He found his 
family seated at the right of his seat, 
in front of which were his counsel. 
He devoted more attention to his 
youngest daughter than to any one 
else, and took practically no part in 
the examination. Haywood seems con­
tent to leave matters to his lawyers. 
He sat quietly in his chair during the 
dajr. Mrs. Haywood and the older 
daughter stood the ordeal well, appar­
ently, but the young child cried after 
thé examination of talesmen began. 
Mrs. Haywood and her children did 
not attend the afternoon session.

The questioning by the defence took 
a much wider range than that by the 
state. It dealt with the possible effect 
upon the minds of talesmen of the let­
ter of President Roosevelt in calling 
Haywood and his associates “undesir­
able citizens.”

The speeches in Idaho of Secretary 
Taft, the message of Governor Good­
ing to the legislature, the speech in 
Boise of Senator Hey burn and the 
action of the Idaho legislature in. ap­
propriating money for the prosecution 
of the prisoners were also dealt with.

The talesmen all swore that they had 
not been influenced by President Roose­
velt’s letter or the ^speeches of other 
officials, national or state. A majority 
of them said they were Republicans.

The custom of the Idaho courts in 
selecting jurors for criminal cases is 
to call twelve talesmen to the jury box 
and to keep the box full. The state 
first conducts a complete examination 
until twelve have been passed. Then 
the body of the talesmen passes to the 
defence for examination. The state 
passed twelve men early this afternoon, 
and the general examination is in the 
hands of the defence. Eleven men 
were in the box at the conclusion of 
to-day's session. Only three have been 
pased by both sides. They have not 
been finally accepted and sworn, and 
are still subject to peremptory chal­
lenges. The three are: A. L. Lato, a 
carpenter and veteran of the civil war; 
Wm. Van Ornsdale, a grocer of Boise; 
Samuel D. Gilman, a farmer who lives 
ten miles from Boise. Gilman served 
in the Phillipines with the Idaho vol­
unteers.

Under the law, as recently amend­
ed, each side has ten peremptory chal­
lenges. Judge Wood announced that 
he intended to give both sides a wide 
latitude in the examination of tales­
men.

, Madrid, May 10.-Queen Victoria gave 
feirth to-day to a son who becomes heir 
to the throne of Spain.

The birth of the royal baby has been 
ttwaited with eager interest through­
out Spain. The news from the palace 
parly this morning that the accouche­
ment was imminent spread like wild­
fire and crowds flocked to the great 
laza fronting the royal palace. The 

event had taken the capital 
somewhat by surprise for only yester­
day afternoon the Queen had taken her 
customary drive, and the court physi­
cians had intimated that another two 
weeks would elapse before 
bient

During the night messengers were 
hastily despatched to the prime minis­
ter and other chief dignitaries as the 
birth of an heir to the throne of Spain 
is an event of the deepest political sig­
nificance. Through the early morning, 
Ministers and functionaries arrived at 
the court df the palace. Meantime 
word was received by the waiting 
throngs that the Queen was progress­
ing well. The doctors pronounced her 
condition normal and satisfactory. King 
Alphonso remained at Queen Victoria’s 
bedside. At 8 o’clock this morning the 
King cancelled a meeting of the coun­
cil of ministers, which was to have 
considered current state affairs.

By 10 o’clock the dignitaries of the 
State and capital, with many ambas­
sadors and ministers in their costumes, 
had reached the palace. At noon this 
assemblage of the nobility and power 
of Spain was grouped in the royal 
apartments set aside for official cere­
monies, awaiting with feelings of pro­
found emotion the announcement of the 
birth of the heir. The birth of the babe 
occurred at 12:45 p. m. The boy will 
be named Alphonsè.

The announcement was immediately 
Conveyed to the waiting officials and 
Crowds outside the palace who 
ceived the glad tidings with mingled 
feelings of enthusiasm and emotion. 
{That the Queen had been blessed with 
a son, a male heir to the throne, was 
tio leas welcome than the happy event 
Itself.

In no monarchial country in the 
World is the ceremonial observed at the 
birth of the first offspring of the King 
knd Queen, so rigid, stately and formal 
6s is in Spain. Nothing' Was omitted 
from the courtly etiquette from the 
bioment when Queen Victoria was offt- 
ciailly announced to be apprehending 
the period of maternity. The ...most 
Careful surveillance was exercised over 
her in order that the hopes of the coun­
try should not be running any risk of 
being blighted. Several months before 
kcouchnient, according to the Spanish 
Coyal custom, the Queen took up her 
Residence at the palace in Madrid to 
await the anxious moment. Thence, 
accompanied by the King, she has un­
dertaken from time to time pilgrim­
ages to various holy shrines to pray 
for a safe deliverance in the same way 
as the humblest Spanish woman.

For quite a month preceding the aus­
picious event, members of the proudest 
Spanish nobility have been in constant 
attendance at the palace as a precaution 
against the unwelcome surprise of a pre­
mature birth, while the members of the 
Royal family have taken up their resi­
dence either in the palace or near at hand 
in the capital. When at length Dr. Glen- 
denning, the young English doctor who 
attended the Queen, announced that the 
birth was a matter of only a few hours, 
urgent messages were sent to the Pre­
mier, Senor Maura, and his colleagues of 
the cabinet, the military governor of 
Madrid, the members of the diplomatic 
corps, the .grandees, the knights of the 
principal orders of chivalry, the leading 
military and civil authorities and all the 
ladles and gentlemen attached to the

Soon all the officials were gathered In 
full uniform and wearing the glittering 
insignia of their decorations, in the grand 
reception room, gorgeously draped with 
tapestry, adjoining the private apart­
ments, among those present being the 
American minister, Mr. Collier.

There, in suppressed excitement and 
hushed expectancy, they waited, and 
their attention was attracted by a move­
ment of the heavy curtains at the end of 
the apartments and the moving of the 
door leading from the Royal rooms.

The formal announcement of the birth 
of the infant was made by the Camarara 
Mayor, mistress of the robes, to Premier 
Maura, who formally communicated the 
fact to the distinguished company in the 
words: “Gentlemen, it is a Prince.”

The news was greeted with the greatest 
enthusiasm, which swelled into a spon­
taneous cheer as King Alphonse entered, 
accompanying the Camarara Mayor, 
carrying a huge silver tray upon which 
was lying the newly born Royal baby, 
covered with delicate lace garments. The 
Infanta Eulalie was at the King's side 
as he entered with his new born son. 
Premier Maura at once advanced and 
with some hesitation relieved the mistress 
of the robes of the precious load. Then, 
bearing the tray, the Premier proceeded 
slowly to the centre of the room, where 
all present crowded around anxious to 
obtain a glimpse of the child, which was 
presented to one after the other in their 
order of court precedence. When the 
curiosity of all those was satisfied, the 
babe was handed back to the mistress of 
the robes and by the latter was given to 
the Royal nurse, who immediately re­
turned to the side of the Queen.

As the nurse appeared in the Royal 
apartments a roar of cheering could be 
heard from the outside of the palace.

In the meantime the scenes in the 
streets outside were almost beyond de­
scription. Business had been suspended 
hours previous to the announcement of 
the birth, and there was great rejoicing 
throughout the city.

Chicago, May 9.—Suburban passenger 
train No. 114, on the Chicago, Burling­
ton & Quincy railroad, running between 
Aurora, Ill., and Chicago, was wreck­
ed to-day near Lawndale, six miles 
from here. Several passengers were 
reported killed and twenty hurt. The 
train was running at a high rate of 
speed when the engine struck a broken 
rail and leaped from the track.

Mrs. Mary Miller, of Chicago, had 
her right hip crushed and died while 
being taken to a hospital.

After leaving the rails the engine slid 
along the track for fifty feet and then 
overturned. It rolled down the bank, 
dragging with it the first passenger 
coach and baggage car. The coaches 
in the rear left the rails, but remained 
on the embankment. Tl\e roof of the 
first coach was smashed in and all 
the passengers wère injured, more or 
less severely. The wreckage caught 
fire, but the flames were quickly ex­
tinguished., Steam from the engine 
burned some of the passengers.

Punjab, Sir Daniel Ibbo'tson, is taking 
active measures to circumvent any pos­
sible outbreak. He has issued a procla­
mation prohibiting meetings of every 
kind, and solemly warning the pub­
lic not to attend any assemblages 
under pain of severe punishment.

In addition to this the Lieut.-Gov- 
ernor has struck at the root of the 
revolutionary movement by causing the 
arrest this afternoon of a lawyer, 
Lajpatria, who practiced in the chief 
court of Punjab, and who was the 
leader, financier and organizer of most 
of the seditious demonstrations and 
revolutionary riots in the Punjab. Im­
mediately after being taken into cus­
tody Lajpatria was deported to another 
province. His arrest caused a pro­
found sensation among the Hindus, 
who hitherto had believed that the 
authorities would not dare to take such 
drastic action.

Another revolutionary leader for 
whose arrest a warrant has been 
issued, received an intimation of the, 
action taken by the authorities. He 
escaped from Lahore and is now in 
hiding.

AROUSED MEMBERS EVERYTHING QUIET
OF THE FAMILY IN TOWN Of BOISE

As Result Was Compelled to Flee 
Before He Could Secure His

Governor Gooding Dismissed Body 
Guard-Judge and Prosecutor 

Move About UnattendedLoot.

About 4.30 o’clock Thursday morning 
a most daring attempt was made to 
burglarize the Nason residence on Foul 
Bay road.

A member of the family was awak­
ened in the early hours of the morn­
ing by a violent crash, but thinking 
It to be a cat prowling round, she took 
no further notice until a few minutes 
later when she distinctly heard a 
second crash and foot-steps in the room 
below. She immediately proceeded to 
investigate and summoning up all her 
courage, she deoended the stairs very 
stealthily till reaching the hall, she 
could discern the figure of a man, out­
lined sharply against the window. She 
gave a loud shriek, upon which the 
man jumped from the window, pulling 
it down after him.

Awakened by their aunt’s shrieks, 
two boys of the family, who it may be 
remarked are expert hunters and ex­
cellent wing shots, seized their guns 
and hurried down stairs, only to find 
that the birds had flown. Although an 
extensive search of the house and 
grounds was made no sign of the 
marauders could be found other than 
a few foot marks bn the garden below 
the window.

The burglar evidently entered the 
house by the dining-room window, after 
which he attempted to open the parlor 
window, intending in all probability, to 
hand out the loot to a waiting accom­
plice on the veranda. This move 
proved the first step of his undoing, for 

jÿiampered as he was by the lack of 
might, he evidently did not notice a 

number of large flower pots on the 
window sill. As he raised the win­
dow theae pots fell with a loud crash 
and thus the first alarm was given. 
Groping about in the darkness he 
stumbled over a table upon which 
stood a quantity of fancy china. This 
was the second crash, and he had evi­
dently just satisfied himself that he 
was in the wrong house when he was 
perceived. He had taken the precau­
tion, however, of unlocking both the 
back and side doors as a means of exit 
in case of emergency.

KUR0KI WILL RETURN 
BY CANADIAN ROUTE MICHEL MINERS 

RETURN TO WORK
Japanese Colony Received Intimation 

That He Will Accompany 
Prince Fushimi.

Men Held a Meeting and Decided to 
Accept the New 

Agreemnet.
(From Friday’s Daily.)

General Kuroki expects to return to 
Japan by way of Canada, crossing the 
continent by the C. P. R. Such is the 
announcement received by the local 
Japanese colony.

After a month or so spent in the 
United States, the general, who left 
Washington to-day for the Jamestown 
Exposition, will visit Montreal and Ot­
tawa. and trusts to be able to make 
the Pacific coast in time to return to 
the Flowery Kingdom on the same ves­
sel as Prince Fushimi.

His party will not be as large 
when he passed through here on his 
arrival. His suite will be broken up 
as a number of the younger officers 
wish to visit Great Britain and Europe 
and with that object in view their 
Vave has been extended.

Preparations will be made by the Jap­
anese in the New England states, in 
Philadelphia and Boston, as well 
New York, where there are large col­
onies, to entertain the Japanese gen­
eral. They have endeavored to divert 
Prince Fushimi from his direct route 
across Canada to their cities, but this 
has been found impossible.

General Kuroki, with the Prince and 
the latter’s suite, will probably return 
to Japan by the Empress line.
