FOUR BOYS WHO DID NOT
LIKE BEING SENT TO JAIL
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North End Youngsters, Charged With
Throwing Snowballs, Were Given
a Good Scare,

There was only one drunk -on the
police court bench this morning, and
he went to jail for ten days in default
of paying a four dollar fine.

John J. Miller, reported for fighting
on Reed’s Point with Fred Peck, plead-
ed guilty. Peck was not in court and
Miller was remanded until this after-
noon. In the meantime an officer was
sent after Peck.

A little red-faced immigrant boy
who has been adopted by Captain Peter
Mclntyre of the North End and who
drives the delivery wagon was the
complainant against four boys who
threw snowballs at him, and 'also
struck him on the mouth and cut his
lip. The boys acknowledged throwing
snowballs. They were all under 10
years of age and accompanied in court
by parents. The four ranged up before
the magistrate’s desk in the following
order: Robert Finley, George Camp-
bell, William Finley and Joseph EIlli-
ott. It seemed a huge joke to the
ghartette when the magistrate said
that they should not be from school and
that Saturday was schoolboys’ day in
court. They all acknowledged throw-
ing snowballs and were subjected to a
severe lecture. Their smiles soon turn-
ed to tears when the magistrate told
the youngsters they were each liable
to two months in separate cells in the
jail unless their fines were paid. There
was considerable sniffling among the
boys, and when the court ordered them
to be taken down stairs there was a
flow of tears from eight eyes and wails
from half as many mouths. As they
were led towards the cells one young-
ster was heard to cry: ‘“Get me mam-
ma to pay and take me away.”

The parents were told they could ac-
company the boys below, and for a
couple of hours in the police station
cells with their mothers looking
through the iron bars the boys got a
cooling that will perhaps check them
in the habit of throwing of snowballs
on the street and especially in throw-
ing stones.

After the regular business of the
court was transacted the boys were
taken from the cells and with a warn-
ing were allowed to depart with their
parents.

EXHIBITION BUILDING
WILL BE USED AS RINK

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Carleton Fishermen Get $50 Damages
From the Schooner Helen Mitchell,

The special sitting of the circuit
court, which was to have opened this
morning, was delayed until the after-
noon at 2.30 on account of the absence
of Judge Gregory, who was a passen-
ger on the Atlantic express.

ASK TOO MUCH FOR
ELECTRICAL POWER
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James Pender Says Grand
Falls Co. Figures
are  High

[emm———

Steam Power Can be Produced In St. John
at Considerably Less Than Amount
Suggested by New Company.

e

James Pender is one man in town
who has gone into the question of the
cost of production of steam power
more deeply perhaps than any other
manufacturer. He has repeatedly
made estimates of the cost of power in
the Pender Nail Works, and within the
last few weeks has carefully gone over
the figures. In consequence of this,
Mr. Pender’s opinion on the attractive-
ness of the offer made by the Grand
Falls Power Co. is of some value.

Speaking to the Star today, after
reading the figures quoted by the com-
pany, Mr, Pender expressed the opinion
that they were far from being suffici~
ently low to induce any large manu-
facturers in St. John to change from
steam to electricity. The Grand Falls
people state that in no case will the
charge be higher than $50 and $40 per
horse power for 24 hour and 10 hour ser-
vices respectively on plants' of from
100 to 500 horse-power. These figures
would include 'all of the Ilargest
establishments in St. John. There are

probably none here which use over 500 |

horse-power. In order to make it
profitable to the Pender Nail Works to
change from steam to electricity, the
rate for a ten hour service would have
to be not over $25, instead of $45 as is
quoted.

A few weeks 4zo, when a representa-
tive of the company was in the city,
he went over with Mr. Pender the
figures of the cost of power at the Nail
Works. By Mr, Pender’s estimate the
result was a trifle over $30 per h. p. ‘per
year. The company’s official wished to
add to these figures the cost of several
other items which might reasonably
be consid:red, and the result was that
from $30 to $35 per h. p. per year was
settled as the actual cost. The ap-
plication from the power company
states thiat large manufacturers and
others producing steam power in con-
siderable quantity, with coal at current
prices, find the cost to be $65 per h. p.
actually consumed. Mr, Pender char-
acterizes this as ridiculous, and  de-
clares that the cost in his establish-
ment is not over half this amount,
while in certain other of the large plants
in the city it must be even less. In the
Pender Nail Works are engines with
an aggregate capacity of something
like 420 horse-power. The pewer ac-
tually used amounts to 300, and it is
on this basis of 300 h. p. that Mr, Pen-
der’s calculations were based. In the
cotton mills, the Portland Rolling Mills
and the Cushing pulp mill Mr:; Pender
believes that more power is used than
in the Pender plent. The pulp mill
has available as fuel a certain propor-
tion of waste which would slightly re-
duce the cost. In the rolling mills, the
heat from -the furnaces is used as an
auxiliary in the oroduction of steam,
which would also reduce the cést. Mr.
Pender thinks that in plants that are
using less than 100 h. p., if the methods
employed :re careful and economical,
the cost per h, p., say for a 75 h. p.
plant, might be from $40 to $45, but even
in these cases the figures given by the
power company would hardly seem to
be sufficiently attractive. The maxi-
mum rates named should, in his
opinion, be just about cut in two, if the
company expect to secure many large
customers in St. John.

TALK OF STARTING A
SNOWSHOE GLUB
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Marathons Will Consider This Proposition
at Their Next Regular Meeting,

o,

The formation, on a grand scale, of
a snowshoe club, is on the Marathon’s
programme for the coming winter, and
will be discussed at the next regular
meeting of that organization. In St.
John in the past there have existed a
number of small clubs whose members
have met more or less regularly and
enjoyed afternoon and evening tramps
around the city, but there has never
been any attempt of late years to form
a very large club, The Marathons, or
some of the most active workers in
that body, now propose to bring snow-
shoeing into greater popularity, and in
order to do so will consider preliminar-
fes.

The idea as so far worked out, is to
organize what will really be two
clubs, under one general management,
one for ladies and the other for men.
The executive of the Marathons it is
intended shall exercise supervision
over the whole, but to a certain degree |
the two will be independent, The ladies |
will be asked to organize, and proba-
bly to contribute to the general fund a
portion of their annual fees, the-re-
mainder being retained to defray the
cost of any entertainment which may |
be provided. Each club may arrange |
its own programme, but in addition |
there will be tramps in which the two |
clubs will participate, and probably |
gatherings afterwards at the club
house—a suitable building being in
view.

The clubs will, it is proposed, adopt
uniforms, flannel costumes of the Mara- |
thon colors, consisting for the men of |
pants, jersey, with sashes and caps.

THS IS THE COLDEST
DAY THIS WINTER

Three Inches of Snow on the Ground—
Cold Weather Likely to Continue

‘Winter is here, and judging from pre-
gent indications, the snow which fell
yesterday will stay and good sleigh-
ing will be had for several days. The
storm started yesterday morning about
ten o’clock. The snow fell in scattered
flurries up to two o’clock, when a regu-
lar blizazrd set in. The storm kept
up until well on into the night. The
total fall of snow amounted to three
inches.

A heavy gale from the northeast was
blowing and in-some places the snow
drifted into piles three feet deep. The
highest velocity of the wind was forty
miles an hour. The temperature was
very low and at one time yesterday the
mercury nearly reached the zero mark.

The cold weather, coupled with the
storm, tended to keep all indoors last
night, and at eight o’clock only very
few people could be seen on King street.
It was a wild night in the bay and al-
though no definite word of any acci-
dents to ships has been received, it is
not improbable that many vessels had
a hard fight in the blinding storm.

The street cars managed to keep going
on regular schedule. Ploughs were sent
over the route every little while and
the line was kept clear. The Carleton
gervice, however, was blocked, and the
cars did not start running again until
this morning.

This is the coldest day so far. At
7.30 o’clock this morning it was zero.
At nine o’clock the thermometer regis-
tered three above and at noon, five
above.

The indications are that cold weather
will continue and heavy gales will blow
from the northeast.
