railway lines to further develop the 
country, and for steamships to streng­
then Canada’s position on the Atlantic 
ocean. For these latter purposes an­
other class of security is issued, while 
the cost of equipment and additions 
and Improvements was met by the sale 
of the company’s capital stock, which 
realized more than its face value, and 
by appropriations from the company's 
cash reserves. So that during these five 
years, In their endeavor to meet the 
most gratifying growth of the country's 
business, the shareholders of this com­
pany put back into the property, cash 
to the large amount of $72,000,000, an 
average of over $14,000,000 per annum, 
about 2tt times the sum that they had 
received during the same period in divi­
dends on their shares. When one takes 
into account the labor, the material and 
thé organization requisite to judiciously 
expend such a vast sum of money in rooms, 
five years, the marvel Is that so much 
was accomplished, but more would have 
been done if it were possible. Indeed, 
several large works, for which money 
had been appropriated, last year, were 
carried over because of our inability 
to get them completed. We have on 
order today, for delivery during the 
next four or five months, rolling stock 
equipment to the value of $11,808,751, 
and we hope to have it all In service 
before the autumn business commences 
to move. So that you see that there 
has been no disposition on the part of 
the C. P. R. to shirk its responsibili­
ties or to “fill its coffers to the neglect 
of the country." During the execu­
tion of some of the larger works, whol­
ly or partially included In the above 
expenditures, traffic was necessarily 
delayed. The second track now being 
built between Winnipeg and Fort 
William will be a source of very great 
convenience when completed, but in 
process of construction, the blasting 
of rock, and the movement of con­
struction trains necessarily deprive us 
of anything like the full use of the 
present track for traffic purposes. 
hope, however, that by the end of the 
year the hardest part of the work will 
have been completed. Might I In con­
clusion be permitted to mention the 
serious extent to which railways are 
dperived of the use of their equipment 
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alber-. 
ta during the busiest season by reason 
of the provisons of the Manitoba 
grain act, governing the allotment of 
cars to the individual applicant. I know 
that the purpose of the act was to 
protect farmers in the matter of the 
selling price of the wheat. If legisla­
tion could be framed that would give 
farmers this same protection, 
using the elevators, that have been 
provided at most stations in the grain­
growing territory, it would, I am sure, 
facilitate the movement of the crop 
end be of advantage to everyone con­
cerned.

EARTHQUAKE PRANKS.

Hindustan has had many important 
geological changes effected by earth­
quakes. In 1762 Chittagong was vio­
lently shaken and the earth opening in 
many places and throwing up water 
and mud of sulphurous smell. Then 
sixty square miles of coast suddenly 
and premanently subsided, one of the 
Mug mountains entirely disappeared, 
and another sank so low that only the 
cummit remained. At the same time 
a corresponding rise of ground took 
place at Ramree, an island further 
along the coast. Again at Cutch, in 
1819, the fort and village of Sindree 
were submerged and about five miles 
distant a long evelated mound was 
raised, measuring some fifty miles by 
sixteen, In places, out of what had been 
a perfectly level plain.
