Rolling Mills Does Some Work.
In the case of McDonald v. Selfridge 

yesterday, Judgment was given for the 
plaintiff. This was an action brought 
by John McDonald of the city 
ket, against Robert Selfridge of Hamp­
stead, to recover 898.60, the amount 
paid by the plaintiff to the defendant . 
for a cow. The transaction took place 
in June, 1903, when the plaintiff visit­
ed a river boat at Indiantown to buy 
stock. He made an offer to the defend­
ant for a cow, which was on board, 
and the offer was accepted. The plain­
tiff tried to milk the 
then, but decided 
hard to milk. This he told the defend­
ant and demanded hack the money 
which he had paid over. The plaintiff 
also said that he thought that a calf 
which stood near the cow was Included 
in the sale, but was afterwards in­
formed to the contrary. The plaintif! 
claiming that delivery had not been 
made, and that he therefore had a right 
to recover the money which he paid 
the defendant, went away and left the 
cow on board. Later en the cow was, 
at the instance of the defendant, put 
in a bam in Indiantown, where she 
remained until the following Novem­
ber. She was then removed to the de­
fendant’s stable at Hampstead, where 
she died shortly afterwards. J. B. 11. 
Baxter appeared for the plaintiff; A. 
W. Baird for defendant. The defend­
ant says he will appeal.

At the Portland Rolling Mills last 

night a most interesting and instruc­
tive demonstration was given of the 
modem methods of horse shoe manu­
facture. Though continually handling 
horse shoes, very few of the city black­
smiths had ever seen one made by any 
other .han the old fashioned way at 
the forge. The Portland Rolling Mills 
Co. extended an invitation to the local 
blacksmiths to visit them last even­
ing and see the horse shoe manufac­
tured by modem machinery.

A representative gathering of the 
smiths assembled at the mill about 
-seven o’clock and the demonstration 
was started. The iron for the shoes is 
first rolled out In bars about 30 feet 
long, having the grooves cut out for 
the placing of the nail holes. These 
bars are then cut into the required 
lengths without heating, 
are next laid six in a pile and 
put into a heating furnace, 
white hot they are taken out and put 
into a machine which, being fitted with 
a die the proper shape, catches the bar 
at both ends and bends it at the cen­
tre into the well known lucky shape. 
The next part of the process Is the 
rolling and putting the concave on the 
side which comes next the hoof. This 
is done in a machine which -works at 
about the rate of two shoes in three 
seconds and which polls them perfect­
ly flat and at the same time presses 
the under side to the required shape. 
Taken from here the shoes are allow­
ed to cool and then put into the hands 
of the men running the machines 
which punch the holes for the nails. 
This manner of putting the nail holes 
in is much better than the old way as 
it allows the hole to be sloped in the 
direction w-hich the nails must take, 
thus making the placing of the shoe 
much easier. The final handling of 
shoe files off the roughness of the un­
der side. By the above process and 
with the machinery now at the com­
pany’s plant and of men, one hundred 
kegs of shoes a day can he turned out. 
This is just four times as many as 
under the management of the company 
which ran the mills up to four years 
ago.
