This gathering at Battle Harbor, a
fishing port on the coast of Labrador
that before the coming of Commander
Peary was practically unknown to the
world at large, was facetiously de-
nominated “the first class in north
pole geography.”

In explaining to the newspaper men
what he considered to be the scien-
tific value of polar exploration, Com-
mander Peary sald he had taken
soundings of the sea from Cape Sheri-
dan to the pole which supplemented
the similar data taken on the other
side by Nansen and Cagni. Continuing,
he argued that north pole exploration
{8 much more difficult than the same
work in the Antarctic. In the Arctic
the work must all be done in one se
son, while the south pole eventually
will be reached by several seasons of
work, it being possible for exploring
parties to push forward and hold the
ground covered instead of turning back
to winter quarters or the limits of
civilization.

IRMANA
KLLED GHLD

Not To Punish Driver Of Car
That Hit Child — Husband
Joins in Plea.

New York, Sept. 17.—~While Louis
Catila, five years old, lay dying in a|
drug store as the result of being run
down by a street car at Second av-
enue, and 113th street, yesterday, his
mother, of No. 241 East 113th street,
rushed from the store into the midst
of an angry crowd who were about to
set upon the motorman of the car with
clubs and had backed him up against
a building,
Pleading with the crowd in Italian,
she assured them that she did not con-
sider the man to blame for the accid-
ent and that she belleved her son
would recover. She begged them to
disperse, and, taking the man by the
arm, tried to lead him to the store.
The crowd proved obdurate until the
boy's father also came ot from the
store and added his pleadings to those
of his wife. The moforman was re-
leased by five or six men who were
holding him and was taken into the
store, where he sat by the side of the
dying child to await the arrival of a
policeman and an ambulance.
The boy was crossing Lexington av-
enue with his mother, when he broke
away from her and ran in front of a
northhound car. She pulled him®*back
Just in time, but as she did so he slip-
ped away again, and this time pass-
ing behind the car, ran onto the south-
bound track in front of a car driven
by Frank Ryan, of No. 306 East Nine-
ty-third street. He was knocked ahead
of the car and rolled under the for-
ward truck, from which he was taken
unconscious a few minutes later by a
crowd of men who lifted the car from
the tracks.
