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JIM WALEER'S RECORD SHOWS

James R, McAleer of Youngstown,
0., had $200,000 invested in the Bos-
ton club. Of this, $130,000 represented
his savings. The remaining $70,000 was

borrowed without interest — from
Charles Comiskey of Chicago, one of
the wealthiest men in the American
League. !

McAleer tells close friends that for
the past eight years his income as
manager and scout has been $20,000 a
season. He saved his money and when
opportunity presented itself he pur-
chased the Boston club.

With $130,000 in the bank, it was
easy to secure the §$70,000 balance
{from Comiskey, whose players have
made him rich and who always regard-
ed Jim as the game's greatest outfield-
er.

He went to Memphis, then to
Milwaukee, and in 1889 signed with
Cleveland, where he became the field-
ing wonder of the age. |

Prior to McAleer's advent, “Jimmy"”
Fogerty of the Phillies was the game's
greatest. McAleer was never a great
hitter, but his marvelous instinctive
fielding was the delight of the fans
and his fleetness of foot made him dan-
gerous on the bases.

The Mexican gunboat Zaragosa was
in the harbor. While there was a
strict censorship, Consul Canada was
assured that all of the cables had
beed sent.

From Mexico City came a report
that the property of an American
dairyman named Hill, on a ranch near
the city. had been looted by soldiers.
The State Department immediately
cabled Mr. Silliman to request the
proper authorities to arrest and pun-
ish the guilty parties and demand the
return of the property.
