many and la not going to allow the 
use of hard coal to the people of eith­
er country to interfere with its war 
needs. While it Is true that the deal­
ers In the Maritime Provinces will be 
able to get, say 150,000 tons before De 
camber next, an amount which it must 
be remembered is considerably below 
the normal needs of these provinces, 
the question of vessel acoommictta- 
tlon to get that coal into Canada is 
very critical, therefore the Fuel Con­
troller believes that every consumer 
should get In as much soft coal as pos­
sible and at the earliest possible 
ment, this being essential on account 
of the fact that if the public delay 
nntil the winter season is upon us, as 
has been the custom In normal times, 
it Is almost absolutely certain that 
the load that has been thrown upon 
the railways, due to the war, will mean 
that the railways will be unable to 
property distribute soft coal during 
the coming winter, and unquestionab­
ly a serious hardship wfll follow. The 
last word from the Fuel Controller is 
to urge the people of these provinces 
to provide for next winter by getting 
a good proportion of soft coal or wood 
without loss of time, which would not 
prevent them getting a reasonable pro­
portion of hard coal when the latter Is 
available."

The Morning Messenger, a Ruseell- 
ite publication, printed in Winnipeg, 
which has been generally and gratu­
itously circulated in St. John and vici­
nity, and throughout Canada, has been 
suppressed by the Ottawa govern­
ment. A special extra edition of the 
Canada Gazette was issued on Satur­
day forbidding the publication of the 
sheet in Canada or its circulation in 
the Dominion.

The paper was published by the 
Russellite sect of Brooklyn, N. Y., a 
body founded by the late Pastor Rus­
sell. The officers of the concetti re­
cently ran afoul of 
govenuqent and several of them were 
arrested for publishing matter dele­
terious to the successful prosecution 
of the war.

On the night of Saturday, June 8 or 
early op the morning of Sunday, June 
9, thousands of copies of The Mes­
senger were left at the entries of 
many houses in St. John, Fairville 
and other places.

The Issue severely criticised the 
Pope and the Roman Catholic church, 
charging the pontiff with being m 
league with the Kaiser. The receipt 
of the paper by many Roman Catho­
lics gave especial offense and protests 
were made. Mary E. O’Brien, of Fair- 
ville, wrote a letter to the Globe, 
which was published, setting forth 
the facts and demanding the suppres­
sion of the Russellite publication.

Many other protests were made, ap­
parently throughout Canada, and 
when the attention of the authorities 

was called to the sheet, 
to suppress 4L

The publication was not circulated 
during the day time, so far as known.

It did not always confine Its attadks 
to one churph. but occasionally had 
a fling at most of them.
