TRANSPORT BILL
GIVES MINISTER
COMPLETE CONTROL

It Provides All Railroads of
the United Kingdom Are to
be Conducted by the State

for Two Years.

London, Feb. 28, (British Wireless
Service)—Publication of the govern-
ment's transport bill, which has been
introduced in parliament, shows that
it will give the Minister of Transport
complete control over every conceiv-
able form of land transport. The bill
providos that complete management of
the raitways of the United Kingdom
is to be conducted by the state for
two years, partly to enable the gov-
emment to make the railways pay
dividensds, and partly to facilitate the
moving of men and material during
the period of reconstruction.

Complete power is given to the min-
jster during the two years to settle
all railway fates and charges, salaries
and wages and conditions of employ-,
ment, and to wake any alterations in
