This morning the
forwand part, with one mast standing, lay
in the same position as ’last week, but
the stern half, on breaking, swung in to-
wards shore and tossed so close to the
rock cliff as to allow the people to walk
aboard.

This part was lying on an even keel
too, and also had the mast standing. The
smoke stack had disappeared. It is expect-
ed that the high sea running at present
will not Tall off before tomorrow at least.
The hull is to be soh at auction tomor-
row.

The most serious damage done during
last night's storm wue at the telephone
exdhange, and ' the management do not
yet know what led to the accident. A
short time ago the Nova Scotia Telephone
Company put in one of the most modern
switchboards made, the improvement cost-
ing about $50,000. Last night fire from
the wires damaged this valuable appar-
atus extensively. The appavatus of the
company is insured in various offices and
some-of the insurance men this rporning
thought the damage to the switchboard
would amount to several thonsand dollars,

SESSION MARKED BY
~ VERY LIVELY SPEECHES.

Bourassa in the Commons Asks for Papers on Clayton-Bulwer

Ottawa, Feb. 18—(Special)—The feature
of today’s sitting of the house was the
introduction of Hon. William Harty, who
was recently elected for Kingston. He
was introduced by Sir Richard Cart-
wright and Hon. D. C. Fraser.

Mr. Cowan introduced his bill provid-
ing for drainage across railway lands. 1t
was read a first time.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, in moving that the
house go into supply said that as the
auditor general’s report had only been
presented he recognized that the. opposi-
tion might mequire some time to look at
it and therefore, before putting the mo-
tion to the house he would like to get
tihe opinion of his friends on the opposi-
tion side. A

Mzr. Monk, in’the absence of Mr. Bor-
den, said that.it would be better to defer
supply until they had a chance of look-
ing over the auditor’s report.

Mr. Fielding withdrew his motion and,
on motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the
house adjourned.

In the senate Senator Scott proceeded
with the debate on the address, speaking
of the government of the country he said
that the bank deposits which had increas-
ed at the rate of $6,000,000 a year up to
: 1896, had since then increased at the rate
of $33,000,000 per year. This was not par-
alleled in any other country in the world.

Senator Ferguson (P. E. 1.), followed.
Senator Dandurand strongly advised utiliz-
ing the Georgian Bay canal whichi was of
national importance.

Ottawa, Feb. 19—(Special)—The Alaska
boundary was onee more brought to the
front in today’s proceedings of the house.
The speech of Mr. Bourassa, who brought
the subject up, was mild in its reference
to Britain and the United States when
compared with the fighting attitude of
8. E. Gourley, Conservative member for
Colchester; who declared himself ready to
go to war tomorrow with the United States
rather than submif to such kind of humili-
ation as had been' meted out to the
dominion when the interests of Canada
and those of the United Btates clashed,

oAt E.”C!:S*lkeépf“of To-
ronto, who asked if the government had
received any applications #r permission to
p'ace a monument or memorial of Gen-
eral Montgomery at Quebec. .Sir Wilfrid
Laurier replied that they had not.

In reply to Mr. Bennet, Hon. Mr-
Kisher stated that the government did not
intend meeting the views of the Short
Horn Breeders’ Association by doing away
with the tubercular test.

In answer to J. Robinson, Hon. Mr.
Blair said that he intended very soon
making a statement in support of the
appointment of a commission to inquire
into and adjust all differences that may
arise between the public and the railway
companies of Canada.

Replying to Col. Hughes, Premier
Laurier said that the government had con-
sidered the act passed by the Ontario
legislature for the etxemsion of its dura-
tion, and came to the conclusion that it
was one entirely within the purview of
the provincial autnorities and consequent-
ly it was decided not to disallow it. Sir
Wilfrid also told Col. Hughes that the
custom of flying the flag of the nation re-
presented at, consular offices had not been
discontinued.

Hon. Mr. Blair presented the house with
some information prepared by his depart-
ment concerning the proposed French
River proposition. It was asked for by
Col. Hughes.

Mr. Bourassa had a number of motions
on the order paper. The first was for
papers in relation to the Canadian militia
and the South African war and the send-
g or recruiting of Canadian troops. Thla‘
was granted, as well as another motion
for correspondence connected with the
disallowance of a British Columbia statute
relating to immigration into that prov-
ince and the employment of oriental labor
on public works: Another from him ask-
ed for correspondence with the British
government in respect to the embargo on
Oanadian cattle. It was passed, after Mr.
Fisher explained that there were no pros-
pects at present of the embargo being re-
moved. It was imposed by the British
government under a statute and the Brit-
ish minister of agriculture said he could
not recommend its removal.

A motion for papers respecting the
covonmation of the king, from- Mr. Bour-
assa, was also adopted.

Started a Lively Debate.

It was on Bourassa's resolution for cor-
respondence between Canada and -the
British authorities in relation to the re-
peal of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty and the
settlement of the Alaskan houndary that
a rather lively debate ensued. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier asked Mr. Bourassa to drop the
motion because the papers could not be
brought down while the negotiations weve
going on.

Mr. Bourassa was not satisfied with this.
He did not see why the papers respecting
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty ghould be held
back, e\"en if the Alaska boundary corres-
pondence was not ready to be made public.
He protested most strongly against the
action of the British government in per-
mitting the repeal of this treaty without
first having secured a settlement of the
Alaska boundary. The interests of Canada
were sacrificed in this matter. As a mat-
ter of fact, said he, the interests of Can-
ada were always being sacrificed when the
interests of the United States clashed with
those of the dominion. He wanted to
know iwhat position the Canadian govern-

ment took and if the British government
consuited Canada, He pointed to the
work of the Anglo-American commission
and said that whenever it came to a point
as between Canada and the United States
the British representatives always sided
with the United States. Sir Louis Davies,
a member of that commission ,said that
it took him three months in London to
get the officers of Mr. Chamberlain to take
the side of Canada. ITe referred to Hon.
David Mills’ articles on the Clayton-Bul-
wer treaty, which pointed out that Britain
ought not to have abandoned one iota of
its right wicnout first getting security for
the Alaska houndary settlement. He said
that in this case; as in the Alabama case,
the Trent affair, the embargo on cattle,
and the question of immigration. Canada’s
rights had been sacrificed. Britain sded
with the big battalions and since 1830
there was not an  instance where the
Canadian interests were not sadrificed.

The Premier Heard.

Sir Wilfrid Lauriér said that Bourassa’s
speech was out of place. “I am not,” =said
Sir Wilfrid, “more than he an admirer of

| British policy on the continent of Amer-

jca. I am sorry to say Canada in
many cases hhs not got,its just dues, but
while I don’t malke any bones about
my pemsonal view of this question still
1 hope we have not gome to this that we

want Great Britain to go to war with the

United States. 'We want to preserve good
relations with our friends and neighbors

' to the south, even if on some occasions our

patience is sorely tried.”

The premier went on to say that Mr.
Pourassa, would not ‘expect Britain to act
as Kruger did, and®declare war against
the United States. it avas better to wait
and see if a D solution could not
be obtained of & lomg pending question,
Before the house prorogued he expected
to be able to make a statement on the
subject.

Mr. Gourley's Fightiig Desires

Mr. Gourley (Colchester), while declar-
ing that Mr. Bourassa had on many oc
casions stabbed him to the heart, in com-
mon with many right thinking loyal Bri-
tons agreed that the boundary question
must be treated during this session in a
substantial manner. ‘It is,” he said,
“the most important subject that is today
before the people. I am an imperialist
after the strictest sect of the imperial-

ists. There is enough loyalty and national |

feeling in this country to have carried us
safely over those disastrous negotiations
whidh we have always had with the Uni-
ted States, but we have always found our-
selves in the mposition that the British
government has sold out the interests of
the people of Canada for what they supt
posed to be imperial interests. I say that
it would have paid the empire a thousand
times to have fought the question -out,
and I can say that as a Canadian, know-
ing well that the field of battle would be
on_Canadian soil, but, sir, T will go into
the trenches and take my wife and family
with me and stay there for two years if
need be to fight for the rights of Canada.
T will stay in the trenches to fight the
men who refuse to treat the people of
Canada honestly. The day has gone by,
I hope, when there is a cowardly Cana-
dian on the wsoil of this country. The
older men of the house may fear war but
I think that the younger blood of this
country are not frightened of war. T will
face the problem of war tomorrow rather
than feel my spirit crushed by cowandly
concessions. The spirit of manhood is more
to me than cowardly concessions for the
sake of peace.

“Jprom 1839 to the day of Fas'icli we
had nothing all over the wo.ld but a
geries of the most disastrous humiliations,
and it got so that no true Knglishman
would dare take up his paper without
fearing to vead of a cowardly concession
in some quanter of the world that would
make him blush. Old Gladstone gave
away the whole empire of Africa, we
would have had every square mile if his
government had not been cowards. It is
time for this house to speak out. I claim
that hereafter we in Canada will have as
much right to discuss the foreign policy
of England as have the men gathered in
the House of Commons of England. What
right have these people gathered about the
steps of the throne to any more say than
we have here in the discussion of the
foreign policy of England?

“I trust that in ten years the houses
of commons of Africa. Australia and Can-
ada will together control the little block-
feads that sit in the great :hall of St.
Sephen’s when they go wrong. I theard a
story ‘a few days ago explaining why it
was that we had such stupidity in the
commons of England.

1f
it is necessary to fight the Yankess we
will fight them within twenty-four hours
and after six months we will capture
{heir capital and annex their country to
{‘anada.”

BRITISH AGAIN IN TOUCH WITH BOER
' LEADER,

Belgian League Calls on President Roose-
velt, “For God's Sake,” to Intervene to
Save Kritzinger's Life---Boers Have New
Hope Through Spanish War Controversy.

Heilbron, Orange River Colony, Feb. 18

appeal to President Roosevelt, asking him
“for the love of God to intervene to pre-
vent the possible execution of the Boer
commandant, Kritzinger, and others.”

Cape Town, Keb. 17—While the British
troops were engaging a party of 50 Boers
near the junction of Wilge River and
Leeuwspruit, 100 men of Wessels’ com-
mando crossed the Wilge lower down, and
rushed and drove in the Light Horse
rearguard.

A most exciting incident occurred.
Seventy Boers, wearing British cavalry
cloaks, in the rain, and under cover of
the fire of a number of Boers who were

in a kraal on a hill, boldly charged the
Light Horse position, evidently with the
object of capturing the Light Horse pom-
pom. The enemy fired from their horses
while charging the hill, but received a
heavy fire from the Light Horse defending
the pom-poms, which ~expended all its
ammunition. The enemy came within 500
yards, and then broke and fled, the New
Zealanders’ Maxim and pom-pom helping
to scatter them. Four Boers were killed
and many wounded. }

London, Feb. 19—A despatch from Gen-
eral Kitchener to the war office states
that during the past week 17 Boers were
killed, five wounded, 107 captured, and
138 surrendered. A number of rifles and
a quantity of ammunition and stock were
captured.

London, Feb. 19—It is learned from a
hitherto reliable source at The Hague
that a plan has been decided upon to
prevent the remnant, of the fighting guer-
willas now in the field in South Africa, a
large majority of whom are Natal and
Cape rebels, liable to trial for treason,
from eventually falling into the hands o}
the British. They cannot keep up the
struggle: many months longer, and it is
the knowledge of this fact and to-arrange
for the carrying out of the scheme pro-
posed thati - Wessely arsd Wiolmarans sailkd
for New York irom Boulogne last Friday.
That plan is neither more nor less than
the migration in bulk‘of the burghers now
in the field to one of the western states,
presumably Texas or New Mexico.

It is urged that comparatively little dif-
ficulty will be encountered by the Boers
in reaching neutral territory in small
numbers, whence they can make their way
from South Afica, as thousands of others,
practically foreigners, who took part in
the early stages of the campaign, have
already done. In fact, it is doubtful if
Britain would try to prevent them from
getting away.

Riot in Spain.

London, Feb. 20.—A message to the Ex-
change Telegraph Co. from Barcelona says
a fierce battle has been fought between
the troops and rioters in a suburb of
Barcelona. Before the engagement the
cavalry and infantry had been posted in
the most dangerous points and a field bat-
tery located on the place from which the
guns could sweep the surrounding streets.
When the final clash with the troops oc-
curred the artillery was brought*into ac-
tion and raked street after street. The
rioters engaged the batteries at close range
but were finally driven off. It is report-
ed that 500 persons were killed and wound-
ed on both sides. The entire neighbor-
hood was wrecked by the shells. The
ruins caught fire and this completed the
desitruction.

Turther fighting is reported at Mataro

15 miles from Barcelona, where arms have-

been discovered.

Tighting is also reported at Tortosa and
Tarragona, respectively 100 and 50 miles,
southwest of Barcelona.

Lord Strathcona
says if they hold these 2,500 settlers so
cheap as to make them depend on private
aid for transport to Canada, Mr. Cham~
berlain would be quite justified in accept-
ing them for South Africa, if they wera
willing to go.”

mercial convention providing for mutual

St. Petersburg, Feb. 19—The bodies \of
800 victims of the earthquake at Shamaka,
Irans-Caueasia, have been recovered- The
treasury has given $25,000 for the relief
of the destitute. In the villages surround-
ing Shamaka, 27 persons were killed.
