M. P.’s Urge the Gaovernment
to Take Prompt
Action.

Ottawa, July 19—(Special)—In the com-
mons today there was a further disccus-
gsion of the dogfish pest. R. L. Borden,
Mr. Copp, of Digby; Mr. Sinclair, of
Guysboro; Hon. Wm. Ross and Mr.
Roche, all urged action to destroy this

to the commercial use of the fish and a
bounty for catching them. The minister
of marine said the department was seek-
ing to solve the problem.

Ottawa, July 19—(Special)Dr. Ken-
dall, who represents a Nova Scotia fishing
constituency, claims the most effective at-
tack upon the dogfish could be made by
means of reduction works. If the govern-
ment would establish such works along
the coast and turn the dogfish into fer
tiliger, or bonus the establishment of re-
duction works established by private par-
ties, the dogfish would become a market-
able commodity. Put upon that basis it
would soon ceas¢ to be a pest for the
tishermen would thin them out. Dr. Ken-
dall thought the fishermen should be
paid a fixed price for every ton of dog-
fish delievered and the works should ac-
cept all offered them. He urged also a
col storage system of providing the fish-
ermen with bait. ;

Mr. Kaulbach (Lunenburg) sugested $5
a ton be paid the fishermen for the dog-
fish by the reduction process.

Ministers G:ving Matter Attention.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said the matter was
a serious one for the people of the mari-
time provinces and all Canada. He had
received many communications from per-
scns interested and he had given them
his attention and brought them before
the minister of marine who showed the|
greatest interest and had given the mat-

ficulty seemed to be lack of agreement as
to thd best method of attack. However,
the minister of marine had asked him to
include a sum in the supplementary esti-
mates for investigating the dog fish prob-
lem, along the lines suggested today. This
investigation would.include the use of the
dogfish as focd and its oil and as fertilizer.

Mr. Wright, of Renfew, wanted to
xnow why the maritime province people
should enjoy all the: fresh fish of the coun-
try. Why should mot the people of Ob-!
ario_have a cold storage service of say
mce a week from the maritime provinces.
He was certain that if a regular service
vas instituted it would find a large pa-

Mr. Fielding said that there had been
v beginning in the cold storage service
‘or the shipping of fish by both the (.
’. R. and the I. C. R. However, that was
but a beginning, and there were vast pos-
ibilities in the Ontario markets for the
astern fishermen.

R. L. Borden said he understood there
vas a cold storage car attached to the
mperial limited ‘which brought halibut
‘rom Vancouver to Boston. If this counld
be done he thought the maritime prov-
ace fresh fish could be taken to Ontariv.

Mr. Wade, of Annapolis, called avten-
ion to the importance of the fisheries of
Janada.. The annual yield amounted 1o
93,000,000.° Of this amount the Nova
‘cotis fisheries amounted to $8,000,000.
[he enlargement of the market offered
areéat opportunities. There were firms in
his district who made a specialty of put-
ing up the fish in attractive forms which
found for them a ready market in the
wvest.
