Mr. Maxwell then went on to speak of 
the Beersville railway and New Bruns­
wick Coal & Railway Company’s railway 
as enterprises in which hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars of the people’s money 
have been expended without a cent in re­
turn. Turning to the International rail- 
way, he said that the government had 
sent a deputation to appear before the 
railway commission in Ottawa to oppose 
a company who proposed to build a rail­
way over the same territory without a 
dollar subsidy, and then had spent thou­
sands of dollars in subsidizing the Inter­
national and guaranteeing its bonds in 
the face of the opposition of Mr. Hazen. 
who took the ground that the provincial 
government should not guarantee the 
bonds of any railroad. Mr. Maxwell con­
cluded by asserting that the provincial 
revenue is quite adequate, if handled care­
fully, to meet the provincial expenditures, 
and Mr. Hazen had pledged himself to 
bring this about.
