Road Is in Good Shape.

Montreal, Que., Feb. 2.—(By Canadian
Press).—President Howard G. Kelley of

With the présent
facilities and additional equipment there
would be no difficulty in handling
per cent more traffic without material
addition to capitai,

Mr. Kelley also discussed the great
salue of the coal mines owned by the
Grand Trunk in Ohio, which produced
sufficlent coal to enable the company to
gecure fuel at comparatively cheap rates,
[both in Canada and United States
|at times when other railroads were com-
[pelled to pay exorbitant prices for their
coal.

EMPHASIZES VALUE.
