I have always demanded the fullest possible
meazure of Bome Rule that can ba got for
Ireland, beltev ng that the wider the mouzure
of Iriah nativnal self-goveroment ls made the
more barmonious will the relstions become
betwoen tne peoplea of the thres counirles,
In Csunada and Australia, aod otber self-
governing Engiish colonies, where Irishmen
are found In large nambers, they ars as loysl
to the Empire as their Scotcb, Weish and
English fellow-cclonlats.

In Africa—The West African Mahdi Causes
Trouble,

Loxpox, September 10,—buch indigoatien
is expressed In France ever the fmot that
Samudeo, the so-called West Alrican Mahdi,
who recently made a treaty eof friendahlp
with the Lnglish, followed up the treaty by
purchasing from the British a large quantity
of guns and oartridges and therenpon pre-
oeeded to nttack the French. Notwithztand-
ing his guns he getthe werat of the fight, hia
favorite oommander, Savas Pacha, belog
killed in ‘a hand.te-hand encouster with a
French lieutenant of Senegales troops.
Samudoc is new engaged iIn rouslog the
peeple of the Western Soudsn for an attack
on tho French, He ia said to be as pooullar
an Individaal ao the orginal Mahdi, who
canaed so much trouble to the British in
Egypt. Born in the Klugdom of Borna, his
mother wns the Nubian slave of an Arab
trader. Hie father teook geed care of him,
and .as he grew ap he became Imbued with
idea .hat it was his mission to reitere the
sapremacy of the prophat in Western Africa.
The King of Bronn, neticing that the youag
man wua smbltlous, ordered him to be de-
capltated an a lesaon to other ambitions
youths. Samudoo was warned by a friend,
said to have been one of the Senltanas, and
fled te Senegal, There he curbed bls fan.
aticlam under Christian protectlon until die-
turbances in Borno tempted bhim to return,
‘The diseatisfied element accepted hlm as a
leader and bhe made himeelf master of the
country, displaying ne little militsry ability.
The Kipg of Bornn wae one of his prisoners
and Samudoe sat down to his firet dioner In
the reyal palace with the monarch’s head on
& plate before him. He 1a now the master of
a conglderable share of West Africa, and the
British have been glad to parchase his friend-
ship.

Mlilne jumped on
horneback and followed the twe men, over-
taking them a short distance from the line,
The thieves had thelr waggon loaded with
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butser plundered. from some farm houses
during the night, and they were walking be-
side the herse as be teilad up the hill with
his big lead. The pureuers rede by them,
and wheeling in frens ordered them o atop,
ogvering them with thelr ravolvers, The
promptness with which they had been over-
tanled snd checked, just au they were about
to enter New York, rather atartled thethieves,
and their snds went up before the threaten-
iog revolvers, Maokle and Milne were nlone,
aod wero going to hold shelr men there unsil
asgistance came, but Mackie's horse bacame

Vice-Admiralty Courts.

OrTawa, Sept. 12.—The Goveramant has
received a oopy of the act recently pasied by
the Imperial Parliament abolishing the Vice-
Admiralty courts existing In the varlous
Britlah possessions, and providing In llen
thereof that after the let of July, 1891, all
superior courte in these cenntries having un-
limited juriedictlon in clvll cases ehall be
courts of admiralty and have all tho functlons
heretofore vested In the Vice-Admiraly
courts, [Kach poseession, however, i3 at
liberty to designate a partlonlar court which
slone shall have pewer te perform the func-
tions designatsd in the act. In Oatarie this
has slready been dove, as these powers are
now veated in the Maritime coart, bat the
act will lead to the abolition of the vice-
admiralty courts, and they exiet at present
in all the ether provinces. The Imperial sct
alao mokes it obligatory on the part of the
Dominien Government te provide for present
vice-admiralty jndges by peoelon or ether-
wise, Fer the purpeses of thls act, of coarss,
the whele of the Dominlon ef Usnada s dezig-
nated a8 one peszession.
