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She then retarned to thé sdge of the precipice, -and viewed thebottotn
of it, a3 the certain fpot to end ali Her troubles, or remain on the top to
pine away in hunger, or be devoured by wild beafts. After fexiows medi-
tation afid devout exercifes, fhe detetmined on leaping from the height,
and accordingly jumped off.  Althowgh the place fhe .bhad to alight was
‘eovered with uneven rocks, not a boke wasbroken3 but being exceed-
ihgly ftunmed with the faH, (e remained umable ta proceed for fome
time. The dry feafon cauféd the river to be kiallow=the travelled in i,
and where flie ¢ould, by its edge, uatil fhe got through thé mountain,
-@hich the concluded was feveral miles. After thisy -as the'wds travelling
along the bank of the river, a venomous firake bit her on the ancle : fie
had ftrength to kill it; amd knowing its kind, concluded that death
-1euf foon overtake ker. By this time Mrs. S¢ott.was reduced to a mere
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“5 fktleton, tvith fatigue, bunger, dnd-grief; probably this-ftate of her body
i;—’ was the means of prefervinig her from the effedts df the peifon; be that
A as it may, fo it was, thet very lictle: pain fucceeded thé bive;-add what
;& little fweiling there was, it feH imto her feet. Our waiderer now left

the river, and after procoedirigz-good diftance, fhe came te where the
valley parted inte twd, €ath leading a different courfe.——Here 2 painful
fufpenfe again téok place; a forlorn creature, almoft exhaufted, and cer-
' tain if fhewas far led out of the way, that fhe would atver fee a hurnah
creature. During this doubt, a beautiful bird pafled clofé by her, flur-
tering along the ground; and went out of fight up one of the vallies.
Tthis drew her attention, and, whilt comfidering what it might mean,
snother bird of the fame appearance, in like mdnner Rattered pdft her,
-and took the fame valley the former had doe. This determined - her
-eholce of her way; and.in twodays; which was on the 11th-day of Au-
guit, fhe reached the fettlemerit at Clinch, called New-Garden; wheress
{the is fince informed by woodmen) had fhe taken the other valley, it
would have led back towards tiie ©hio. Mrs. Scott related that the In-
-dians told her, that the party was compofed of four different nations, two
of whom fhe thinks they narhed Délawares and Mingoe€s.

She furtber relates, that, during her wandering from the 10th of July
to the rith of Auguft, fhe had n¥ other fubfiftenée but chewing and
fivallowing the juice of young cade fralks, faffafras leaves, and fome o-
ther plants fhe did not know the name of ; that, en her journey, fhe faw
buffaloes, elks, deer, and frequently bears and wolves; not one of
which, although fome of them pafied very near her, offered her any harm.
One day 2 bear came rear her, with 4 young fawa in his mouth, andoa
difcovering her, he dropped his prey and ran off. Hangeér.prompted ber
to goasd take the fleth, and eat it; but en refletion, the defifted, think=
jng that the bear might return and devour her; befides, fhe had an aver-
fion to tafte raw flethew——Mrs. Scott continues in a low ftate of health,
wnd remains inconfolable for the lofs of her.faniily, particaiarly bewail-
itrg thie eruwl death of her littke dwaghter.
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
