There
are certainly not enough to
go around, but many of them
go unused each year because
people don’t apply for them. It
only costs 5 cents to mail in
an application!

Today universities all across
the country are experiencing
great difficulties in meeting
the rising costs they encount
er. More and more high school
graduates are deciding togo on
to university. As this growth
in student population takes
place, there is keener com
petition among universities in
cbtaining professors, thus
driving up the salaries offered.
The capital cost involved in
providing buildings and equip
ment for these additional
students and professors is
staggering

Using the University of New
Brunswick as an example,
youcan see that there are only
three major sources of funds
for operating expenditures: the

Federal Government, the Pro
vincial Government, and the
students. (Cperuting expendi-
tures are the actual costs in
volved in running the Univer
sity for a year, and not the
money used in erecting new
buildings.) The University of
New Brunswick has an opera
ting budget of $4,900,000 this
year. Of this, the Federal
share is 15%, the Provincial
share is 37%, and the student
share through tuition fees is
40%. All other sources of funds
contribute a total of only 8%
The Federal
makes its contribution on the
basis of $2 per head ‘of pro
vincial population. This total
of approximately $§1.2 million
is given to the Provincial
