The two-week occupation followed 
a year of negotiations with adminis­
tration officials over charges that 
one professor was racist. The $2 
million fire and damage to the 
computer did not occur until Mont­
real riot police stormed the centre 
to dislodge the demonstrators.

Their history since then has been 
one of waits: preliminary hearings 
into the incident did not begin until 
April 12 for 76 defendants; eight 
others did not face preliminary hear­
ings until March 5.

Since then trials have been set for 
September. November, and January.

MONTREAL (CUP) - The trials of 
70 students arrested after the com­
puter damaging incident at Sir Geor­
ge Williams University last February 
have again been put off-in most cases 
for an additional two months.

A Montreal court Wednesday 
(January 7) set a trial date of Janu­
ary 19 for 11 defendants, all from 
Trinidad-Tobago. The bulk of the ac­
cused will have trial dates set March
