Besides the graduai increase of Anatomical and Pathoo-gitcai preparations, furnisiied b y the opport-unities of- thoseconnected wý,ithi the Coilege, it is expected that a considerabieLuumber of Anatomnical and Pathologi.cal Preparations inWAordered frorn Paris, wiil ai -ive before the commence-nient of the Session.

A number of Miczoscopicai preparations have also beenordered from London.
