Omap, 1. o
Relative to the Courses of Lectures, Fees, &c.

1st. Bach Professor shel. deliver at leasi Five Lectures during the week,
except in the classes of Clinical Medicine and of Clinical Surgery, in which
only two Lectures shall be Yequired ; and in that of Medical Jurisprudence, if
aﬁnded through six months, in which case three Lectur:s a week-ghall
suffice.
2nd. Each Lecture sball be of one bour’s duration.
3rd Every Professor shall occasionally examine bis class upon the sybjects
treated of in hig preceding Lectures; and every such examination ghall be
considered a Lecture.
4th. A Roll of tHe names of the Students attending each clasg shall he
called from time to time.
6th. All fickets which have not a Certificate of attendance attached ahall
be rejected when presented as testimonials previous to examination, unless the
omisginn can be satisfastorily accounted for. i .
6th. The Fes for -each class shall he Three Pounds currency, witk the fol-
lowing exceptions: for that of Medical Jurisprudence, Two Pounds Ten
shillings ; and for thoge of Olinical Medicine and Clinical Surgery, One Pound
Ten Shillings, each.
“Ith. Any student, after having paid the fees, and attended two courses of
any clags, shall be entitled to o perpetual ticket for that class.
8th. The course of all the clagses, except those of Clinical Medicine, Clinical
Surgery and Medical Jurisprudence, shall be of gix monthe’ duretinn 3 fhe
Olasses of Clinical Medicine and of Clinical Surgery of three morths’ dura-.
tion ; and that of Medical Jurisprudencs, either of three months' daration, in
which case Five Lectures o week shall be given, or of six morths’ duration, in
which case only Three Lectures a week shall be required. .
9th. The course shall commence on the first Mondsy in Novambar, and,
Xmillthe exception of a vacation at Christmas, shall continue to the end of
pril.

Of the Gualifications and Studies of Students and Candidates for the Bedical
Degree.

1st. All Students desirous of attending the Medical Lectures of this Uni.
versity, shall, at the commencement of each Session, enroll their names and
residence in the Register of the Medical Faculty, and procure from the Begiz«
émliﬁ Ticket of Matriculation, for which each Student shall pay a fee of Ten

hillings.

2nd. The said Register shall be closed on the twenty-third day of Decomber
ineach year ; and no ticket obtained from any of the Professors shall be re-
ceived without previous Matriculation.

3rd. No one shall be admitted to the Degree of Doctor of Medicine and
Surgery who shall not either, 1stly, have attended Lectures for & period of at
least Four Sessions in this University or some other University, College or
Séhiool of Medicine, approved of by thig University ; or 2ndly, have studied
medicine during at least Four years, and during that ime hava attended Lec-
tures for a period of at least Three Segsious either in this University or some
other University, Oollege, or School of Medicine approved of by this Univer.
sity.
