If these rich geilitlemen wish. to be-
come Fox farmers, why can’t they buy
their Foxes in competition with the
world? If they can’t, well, is that a
reason why laws should be made to
compell us to sell to them and them
only at their own price?

It is time this law was cancelled,
and I call on every member of the
Legislature to stand up and fight for
the rights of the people, for the Game
Board seems to be a machine what
makes one-sided laws in the interests
of the wealthy, as far as the Fox in-
dustry is concerned.
