Toronto, Aug. 27.—Owing to the
large number of amputation cases
being handled by the military auth-
orities in Toronto it has been con-
sidered necessary to make some
slight alteration in the arrangements
for the future. 1In the routine or-
ders received from Ottawa yesterday
it was stated that hereafter all men
transferred from England to Can-
ada will be sent to their respective
be given from one to seven, and will
be given an indefinite term of leave.
Then when wvacancies occur in one
of the Toronto hospitals the cases
will be accommodated %in their order.
ormerly all men who were listed for
treatment were sent direct to To-
ronto, but owing to the limited ac-
commodation at present this method
cannot be continued. This rule will
not apply to men belonging to west-
ern districts.

It was announced last evening
that the number of men who had
taken advantage of the amnesty
granted by the Government to delin-
quents under the Military *®Service
Act totalled 187. Of this number
129 were men who had failed to
register under the Act, 32 were ab-
sentees who had registered but fail-
ed to report for service and 26 were
deserters from the army. A high
official in military headquarters yes-
terday stated that it would be advis-
able for the men granted temporary
exemption to notify the register at
the expiration of their exemption
period and ascertain their standing
under the Act. Some of them had
changed their addresses and were
ignorant of the method of procedure.
As a result they became defaulters
and liable to a term of ten years’ im-
prisonment,
