To the Editor of the Poet.
Sir :—Will you have the kindness 

to find room for the following facts 
this week if possible.

Rev. Mr. Randall writes that he 
has spent some weeks in the town of 
Johnston, N. Y., which includes the 
villages of Johnston, Gloversville, 
Kings borough, with sixteen, thousand 
people. The excise board have re­
fused licenses since May 1882, and 
the “ Law-and-order ” Society reports 
as follows :

From May 1st, 1882, to January 
1st, 1883, eight months, the sales of 
beer in the entire town of 16,000 
people were 39,520 gallons less than 
during the same period of the year 
before under license.

Hon. James Jackson, Chief-Justice 
of the State of Georgia, in an article 
on “ Shooting at Sight ” in the North 
American Review, writes :

The day of the grog-shop and of 
that which it produces—the inflamed 
passion and the deadly weapon—is 
rapidly passing away. The local option 
retail law generally pervades the State 
of Georgia ; county after county 
prohibits the traffic, reduces the ex­
penses, and diminishes crime. The 
prosecuting officers of the State are 
paid according to the number of 
criminals tried, and they inform the 
writer that in these counties where 
this traffic is prohibited the office of 
solicitor-general is worthless. Soon, 
let us hope the generous Southern sun 
will shine upon an entire population 
sober, prosperous, peaceful and happy. 
May that population be swollen into 
a vast multitude by a tide of emigra­
tion which shall enrich every valley 
and every hilltop with good, sober, 
industrious men.”

The Central New Jersey Times, of 
Plainfield, N. J., commenting upon 
the statement telegraphed from that 
city to the effect that “ high license ” 
therein had proven “a great success,” 
says : 44 The ridiculous story has
been started on its round that “ high 
license ” is a great success in Plain- 
field. If it is meant that under it 
rum and beer flow freely, let the 
statement stand. But if it is meant 
that under it less intoxicants are sold 
or that there is any less drunkenness, 
or less saloons, it ia an unfortunate 
LIE. That is the way to spell it.”

The Prohibitory law in Kansas is 
chewing the liquor trade of that State 
to a pulp, over $100,000 having al­
ready been collected from the saloon 
men as fines, and scores of them are 
locked up in the gaols of the State, as 
criminals, and the result is these 
vermin are skedadling from the State, 
and the rum business, like rats from 
a sinking ship, and only the smoulder­
ing embers of the infamous business 
can be seen, among the lower strata 
of society, and this is being done in a 
State where public opinion was not 
so far advanced on the line of pro­
hibition as we are in these Maritime 
Provinces, but the law itself, like all 
, rood laws, is based upon Bible leadi­
ngs, and is hence the very best moral 

educator, and, as in Maine, so in 
Kansas, the people are rapidly be­
coming a unit in its support

Yet, id the face of such facts we 
are told the people are not ready for 
Prohibition.
