REVENGE, SAYS PRISONER

He was-Tried in South Africa For 
Murder of Complainant’s 

Brother Ten Years ago.

(Special to the Morning Graphic )
LONDON, Thursday.—Not since the 

time of Whittaker Wright have Lon­
doners off all classes flocked_ to the 
Guildhall in such numbers as in the 
early stages af • the trial this week 
of Franz Von Veltheim, who styles 
himself Baron Carl Ludwig Von Velt­
heim—possibly the world’s most wide­
ly known international adventurer. 
The man is charged with attempting 
to extort, on threat of murder, $8,000 
from Solomon B. Joel, the London and 
South African mine-owner and finan­
cier.

The defendant is believed by some to 
be Frank Kurtze, the murderer of 
Woolf Joel, brother of the prosecutor 

1 in the present case. That crime was 
committed in Johannesburg ten years 

i ago, and Veltheim’s lawyers are using 
this fact on which to base the defence 
that the present prosecution is instit­
uted out of revenge by the murdered 
man’s brother.

When his case was called Veltheim 
candidly admitted that he was a secret 

i agent of the French Government, and 
! boldly announced his address as the 
; Quai Dorsay (the French Foreign Of­
fice), Paris, which fact, by the way, 
may account for the zeal of the Ger­
man detectives in attempting to ob­
tain his extradition from the French 
Government on the charge of obtain­
ing $10,000 from a German woman.

Veltheim told of questioning the de­
tective who brought him from France 
concerning the clever warrants which 
formed the basis of his arrest, the 

j chief o£ w hich was that involving the 
alleged Joel blackmail threat

"When the warrants charging me 
| with an atten. t to blackmail Joel was 
read," said the prisoner, in an uncon­
cerned manner, “I said : ’Fancy an in­
nocent letter like this being construed 
into a threat to kill and murder ! I 
have had the opinion of Sir Thomas 
Barclay on the letter. He* said to me
