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J MACEDONIAN 
LEADER MURDERED.

Chief Garvauoff Shot at4 
the Same Time.

Headed 308 Raids Ibto 
Turkish Territory.

Price of $20,000 Was 
Set on His Head.

Sofia. Bulgaria, Dec. 12.—Boris Sara- 
foif. the most famous of all the leaders 
of the Bulgarian band in Macedonia, was 
shot dead at the threshold of his home 
today by a Macedonian, who at Hie 
same time shot and killed another revo­
lutionary chief named Garvauoff. while 
the latter was in the act of bidding Sara- 
foff farewell.

Stoned to Death
Denver, Col., Dec. ia.—A letter has 

reached here giving the details of 
the murder of Wm. Robertson 
Boggs, one of the foremost metal­
lurgists of the country. He was 
waylaid and stoned to death near 
Topia, Tex., by a gang of Mexican 
miners in his employ on Dec. i.

Because of the financial strin­
gency Boggs was unable to pay 
his men their wages, and they 
killed him. Fifteen men have been 
arrested for the murder.

DROPPED SUBSIDY.

Boris Sarafoff was appointed com­
mander of the Macedonian revolutionary 
forces that made so much trouble in the 
summer of 1003. His name was promin­
ent in all the uprisings in Macedonia 
against the Turks, and w as popularly be­
lieved to have been the real instigator 
of the abduction of Miss Ellen M. Stone, 
the American missionary, from tLe vila­
yet of Saloniki. in September. 1001.

His hatred of the Turks was imbued 
at an early age, through seeing his fa­
ther and grandfather tortured, dragged 
off in chains to a dungeon, ami then sen- 

• fenced to fifteen years. The boy swore 
revenge on the Turks, and studied to 
this end, becoming an officer in the 
Bulgarian army.

In 1S95 Sarafoff formed a band of 
desperadoes to raid Turkish territory, 
vinco then he has headed no less than 
3S0 daring raids into Turkey. Once he 

. captured the Turkish town of Melnik, 
w ith forty men. putting the garrison to 
flight.

Sarafoff was familiar with hundreds of 
lines of tracks through the forests and 
mountains of Turkey. His aim was to 
organize a vast rebellion, with the ob­
ject of seizing Constantinople and over­
throwing the dynasty and Turkish rule. 
The Turkish Government set a price of 
$20,000 on his head. He was about 37 
years old.

Sarafoff was the organizer of the 
Macedonian committee. His prominence 
in Macedonia agitation and his dictator­
ial methods made him many enemies 
among his own followers.

Canada Won’t Bother About Aus­
tralian Trade.

LABOR CANDIDATES.

This subsidy ex­
pires in August next, and evidently it is 
not to be renewed. Although the service 
is not what it should be. still that is 
not the real reason lor the discontinu­
ance of the subsidy. Am a matter of 
fact. Australia’s treatment of Canada 
in regard to trade matters is not such 
as to encourage this country in provid­
ing trade facilities for the Common­
wealth when the latter continues to 
place tariff obstacles in the way instead 
of meeting the Dominion Government's 
repeated offers of a preference. The 
Deakin Government pretended at one 
time to be anxious for a trade arrange­
ment with Canada, but instead of treat­
ing Canada's advances seriously they 
have not only left Canada out of its pre­
ferential list*, but have raised the tariff 
against us. _ ______

jury in the murder case of Mrs. Frawley- 
Oeborne disagreed. The case has been 
watched with a greet deal of interest on 
both sides of the international border. 
Mrs. Frawley- Os borne, a former resident 
of Hamilton, Canada, where she married 
Frawley, was accused of the murder of 
Fred. Kistenmaker, with whom she had 
lived. The police advanced the theory 
that she shot Kistenmaker to get rid of 
him for a sevcnteen-year-old lad named 
Clark. During the trial the defence tried 
to fasten the crime upon Clark. There 
were many sensational features in the 
trial, including the hysterical outbreaks 
of the accused and her violent protests 
that- she loved Kisteiunaker too well to 
do him any harm.

NEGRO PROBLEM.
BRITAIN FACES THE QUESTION AS 

WELL AS THE STATES. j

Governor of Gold Coast Colony Says 
Negroes Outnumber Whites in Africa 
5,000,000 to 1,000—Manual Labor 
Their Salvation.

Philadelphia. Dec. 12.—“Tlie gravity of 
the negro problem is not confined to the 
United States, but England faces it in 
hcr colonie». The whole world faces it. 
The problem of the future of that race is 
one of the greatest and gravest eon front­
ing civilization.”

Sir John Roger, Governor of the Eng­
lish Gold Coast Colony, Southwestern 
Africa, expressed these views last night 
in an address at the Bercan Presbyterian 
Church.

“In Africa,” lie said, "the negroes out­
number the whites in the proportion of 
5,000,000 to 1,000. How to educate them 
is as grave a question there as in Amer­
ica. Our greatest trouble Is to induce 
them to work with their hands in the 
trades. The hope of the negro race lies 
in manual labor.

“I have little doubt that the colored 
race in America will soon realize this, 
and will really take their place among 
the other races here.”

Chicago. Dec. 12.—How it is possible 
for a man to sue for a divorce from a 
woman who is now married to another 
man, was exemplified in Judge Barnes’ 
court to-day. The caçe was a shining 
specimen of interstate divorce code con-

The complainant was Harry P. White- 
]y, manager of the credit department of 
a bank, and living at 1958 Kenmore av'- 
enue. About ten years ago, according 
to his testimony, his wife, Agnes P. 
Whitely, deserted him. The affinity 
germ had not been discovered at that 
time, but, according to present-day diag­
nosis. this capricious microbe explains 
the whole affair.

Seven years ago Mrs. Whitely obtained 
a divorce from her husband in South Da­
kota, the charge being non-support, and 
then married her affinity. Mr. "Whitely 
declared to-day that he never, received 
notification of the suit, and that he was 
not aware that he had been divorced un­
til last winter. He picked out a dozen 
counties in South Dakota adjoining the 
home of bis wife's parents, and began to 
make inquiries of the. court clerks by 
mail. His second letter brought the in­
formation.

When Mr. Whitely was placed on the 
witness stand Judge Barnes learned that 
during their life together the couple had 
not established a residence in Illinois.

" He warned the complainant that a di­
vorce granted by hmi might not be con­
sidered binding in the courts of, other 
States, and then heard the case.

•‘We were married in Belleville, Ont., 
in May, 1892,’' said Mr. Whitely. "In 
the spring of 1898 my wife went to visit 
lier parents in South Dakota. There she 
met some one xvliom she preferred to 
live with more than me."

“How do you know that?” asked Judge

“She herself told me of her infatua­
tion. This is the way it happened. Af­
ter she had been with her people several 
months 1 asked her to come home. She 
was very reluctant, but T sent her the 
necessary money and finally she started. 
When she reached Chicago she wrote me 
that she xvpuld come no farther and that 
she was ill. I came here to meet her, 
and found her in bad health and very de­
spondent. When she was strong enough, 
however, she consented to start back to 
Canada with me.

“When we are on the train, about 
forty or fifty miles out of Chicago, she 
asked me:

“‘Did you ever meet any xvoman 
whom you would rather have for your 
wife than myself.”

“1 said ‘No,’ and asked her what had 
put such an idea in her mind. She wras 
silent. I asked:

“ Ts it because you have found some 
one whom you prefer to me ?’ Then she 
told me that was the truth.

“Well, Ave went back home and 1 tried 
to make her forget the man who had 
fascinated lier in South Dakota. It was 
not long, however, before she deserted 
me and her son, leaving no explanation.
1 knew that she had gone back to South

In connection with the rather strange 
experience of X\ H. Emory, of Water- 
down, Avho after trying the matricula­
tion examinations in 1902, returned to 
farm life, under the impression that he 
had failed, and only recently discovered 
that he had passed, the young man’s fa­
ther, Mr. W. A. Emory, called at the 
Times office to-day and made an explan­
ation, AX'hieh he considers, in justice, due 
Mr. R. A. Thompson. Principal of the 
Collegiate Institute. Mr. Emory, when 
he had his attention called to Tetters 
appearing in the paper in connection 
xvith the case, the publication of which 
lie had nothing to do xvith, began an in­
vestigation, xvhkh showed that Mr. 
Thompson was in no xvay to blame. 
When Mr. Emory’s eon tried the exams, 
in 1902 be secured more than the re­
quired number of marks on every sub­
ject except English composition, falling 
three short on this subject. In 1904, by 
a change in regulations only a third of 
the total was required, permitting the 
subjects to be grouped. This meant, a 
pass for Mr. Emory’s son, and was ac­
cepted as such in 1907.

The blame, if any, is attached to the 
department at Toronto for not notify­
ing students xvho tried the examinations 
before and failed by only a few marks of 
the change in the regulations. Mr. Em­
ory’s case was discovered by an accident, 
a cousin from Toronto persuading him to 
take up the course in the School of 
Practical Science. Enquiries as to what 
subjects he had failed in at the matricu­
lation examinations revealed the fact 
that lie liad passed.
