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Confessions of the King of 
• Thieves.

Am Interview with the Darta* Thief—In

Wednesday's Buffalo Courier contained a 

statement to the effect that James MoCaf- 
fery, alias Jimmy Papes, who was noted as 
one of the most expert and successful bank 
thieves and pickpockets in the country, 
had died in this city from asthma and 
bronchitis.

A VISIT TO THK THIEF".
Ou Thursday a Mail reporter visited 

Papes’ apartments to ascertain if he 
had really passed over to the ma­
jority. His attendant carried up the 
reporter’s name, and returned after 
a short interval with the request to 
“please step upstairs.” Papes was 
found reclining ou a bed, one-half of 
which was taken up with a collection of 
magasines, papers and novels, with which 
the invalid relieves the tedium of his 
weary days. His disease has made a 
wreck of him, but it can easily be seen 
that he was once a fine-looking man. He 
is easy in his manner, animated in conver­
sation, and occasionally his fine eyes glow 
with intelligence as he recites some start­
ling adventure, or twinkle with merriment 
as he gets in a joke. His life, which has 
evidently been a stormy one, now numbers 
about forty-five years, but even in his pre­
sent emaciated state he does not look more 
than thirty. His hair is white as 
snow, bis faee pale and intellectual look­
ing, and he has a fascinating way of tell­
ing his exploits, which at once captivates 
his hearers. He is a printer by trade but 
has not worked at it for years. He has 
been very iH but his unusual good spirits 
prove half the victory over disease. Like 
all invalids he is anxious to be travelling. 
He “ babbles o’ green fields” and the dry 
atmosphere of Colored», which he thinks 
will give him a renewal of life. Since his 
liberation from Kingston Penitentiary he 
has conducted himself moet creditably, and 
his friends take pride in saying that he is 
starting life over again on the right track. 
There is one thing certain and that is if he 
had turned his energies and business talents 
into the proper channel, his life would have 
been happier to-day.

READING HIS OBITUARY.
The reporter handed him the clipping from 

the Buffalo Courier. He took it in hie 
thin, white hands, and lying back upon his 
pillow perused it to the end. He smiled 
as he laid it on the bed beside him, and 
said in a quiet way,

“ It’s not often a man lives to read his 
own obituary, is it ! Nor is it every man 
who would Uke to read what is written of 
him after his death. ”

“ Have you been ill long, Mr. Papes f 
asked the reporter.

“ I have suffered a great deal ; some­
times I think I am going to come around 
all right, and at other times I become so 
depressed that I wouldn’t care how soon 
the thing was ended.”

The invalid sat up in bed and again 
pei used the clipping.

NEVER IN AU. S. PRISON.
“ I wish,” said he, “ that you would 

contradict the statement that I was im- 
at Auburn, New York, and at 

- Hill, Philadelphia. I was never in 
a prison save in Canada.”

“ What went wrong with you in Can­
ada ?” was asked.

“ Oh, I imagined a bank in Montreal 
was mine, so I went in and helped myself 
to some of the funds."

THE ROBBERY OF BROWN’S BANK.

Papes] 
“ I memet a man in Cleveland who told 

me that there was $60,000 for me in Mont­
real at Brown's bank. My partner and I 
went on a pleasure trip and took in Mont­
real on the way. We walked around to 
Mr. Brown’s bank and took stock of the 
place. The office was not larger than this 
room," waving his hand around the apart­
ment, “and tile counter was surmounted 
by ground glass windows set in oak frame­
work. By looking in at the window from 
the street we could see the money piled 
behind the ground glass counter front, but 
inside the office it couldn’t be seen at all, 
and it would require a man twelve feet 
high to reach over the top of the glass 
frames. We didn’t like the appearance of 
the job, so we passed it and went to Quebec. 
My partner and I spent a very pleasant 
and profitable summer there, m studying 
French and going down to the steamers 
and seeing friends off to Europe and re­
lieving them. We sighed for a change at 
last, and, as the weather was getting 
warm, we decided to leave. We returned 
to MontreaL We had about $2,700 in 
Canadian money, and we went to Brown’s 
Bank to have it changed into American 
currency. Previous to this I met an old 
chum of mine in Montreal. He hadn’t a 
cent, and was very much depressed. He 
told me that he was getting old, and that 
if I would let him nave some money he 
would open a saloon and go off the road. I 
never in my life refused to assist a needy 
man, if it was my last oent. I promised to 
assist him. When we went to Brown’s 
Bank we had no intention of robbing it. 
My partner got his Canadian money el 
ed into greenbacks, and walked to the door, 
waiting until I should have mine changed 
and join him. Just before I left the counter, 
a cripple came in and taking a roll of green 
backs from his pocket asked for Canadian 
money. Among the cripple’s money was a 
<100 greenback. While the teller 
counting the money I moved a chair which 
was in the office over to opposite where 
the money was behind the glass, motioning 
to my partner to come in. He walked 
back to the chair, jumped upon it, reached 
over the glass, grasped a package contain 
ing $1,600 and walked out. It was done 
so quick that I didn’t see him take the 
money. The teller was still engaged with 
the cripple. The next thing to think 
about was how I should get out of the 
place myself without exciting suspicion. I 
walked to where the cripple was etandii 
and said “ Excuse me, was that a $1< 
bill you laid down just now.” He said it 
was, and I asked if it was of the issue of 
1864, and he again answered in the af­
firmative. Then I went into an elaborate 
demonstration to show that the bills, 
having been struck under special act of 
Congress were worth in redemption $112 
apiece. The teller calculated the figures I: 
gave him and said I was right. I excused 
myself te the teller and cripple for having 
intruded on their business, and, after in­
forming them that 1 was prepared te give 
$107 apiece for the bills, I took my de­
parture. Shortly afterwards the teller 
discovered hie loss and, jumping over the 
counter, he collared the cripple, and had 
him gaoled on suspicion of being the thief. 
Subsequently his wife and sister were ar­
rested as accomplices. After leaving the 
bank I met my broken down friend from 
Cleveland, and my partner and I gave him 
the package of money, with instructions 
to leave the city and meet os at a certain 
place. The arrangement was that he was 
to go on the train, while we were to drive 
out of the city and get on the 
train in the country. We told 
him if there were detectives on board 
to appear on the platform of the car, and 
we would see him from our hiding 
place, and avoid the train. When we 
reached the point where we met the train 
we found our Cleveland friend drunk. He 
had not kept his eyes about him and we 
walked right into the arms of detectives 
on the train. He got away with the 
money. We fixed matters with Brown so 
that if the money was returned he would 
not prosecute. But our Cleveland friend 
refused to come to our assistance, and we 
were sen* to prison for three years, part of 
which was served in Montreal and the re­
mainder at the Provincial Penitentiary at 
Kingston. The man who got away with 
the money started a saleon in Cleveland 
and is there still, I do not wish to meet

him as something unpleasant might occur. 
Brown had to fly from Canada shortly 
afterwards, and is now keeping a bank in 
San Francisco. If ever I go out that way 
I shall renew our acquaintance.”

THE KINGSTON PENITENTIARY.
“-What is your opinion of the Kingston 

prison ?"
“It is a well-kept institution and 

the Warden, Mr. Creighton, is the 
right man in the right place. If 
there is a true philanthropist" in the 
world Mr. Creighton ia one. He has 
the interest of the convicts at heart, and 
he ia always striving to reform them. He 
gave me pretty hard tasks for the first 
eighteen months of my imprisonment, but 
after that he and I got along very well to­
gether, and I was given a responsible posi­
tion, which, I trust, I filled to his satisfac­
tion. Yes, sir, Mr. Creighton ia a true 
hearted man, kind and sympathetic, and 
everyone likes him. I have seen tears come 
in his eyes because he had to order a pri­
soner to be flogged.”

THE DAIN SHOOTING CASE.
“ What about Meeker ?
“Oh, the last time I aaw him he was 

conducting himself in the moet exemplary 
manner; quite on hia good behaviour.
Yon know, I waa brought up here with 
Levett to give evidence in the ease before
Frank was extradited. It is the
opinion of experts sll over the 
Countiy that Meeker is not the man who 
shot Major Dain, and the troth of the case 
will come out some day. H I had been at 
liberty during hie trial, and oonld have 
told what I know, he would not have been 
convicted. Yon know that Levett 
“ squealed on him.” There was a young 
lady in Buffalo, who once had Levett or 
Hart for a Sunday school scholar in the 
time when he waa good. This lady corre­
sponded with the Countess of Dufferin, 
and when Charlie waa arrested here, «he 
wrote to Ottawa in regard to his case. The 
answer she received was that the applica­
tion fat the pardon of Charlie dia not 
come through the proper channel, as it waa 
matter for the Minister of Justice. That 
shq (t(ie pountees of Dufferin) would lay 
thé matter before hia Excellency and see 
what oonld be done ; in the mean­
time she would advise Levett to 
divulge what he knew of the crime 
for which he was imprisoned. These letters 
were sent to Levett in the penitentiary, 
and from the time of their receipt Charlie 
commenced to cast around for a victim to 
charge the crime upoa. He came to me 
in the prison one day, and said, * There is 
an old hummer here lrom Toronto, and I 
think I’ll fix my affair upon him.’ I told 
him not to do it. That he ran a good 
chance of being liberated, but that if he 
was caught in the dirty business of trying 
to fix the crime on an innocent man, he 
would be settled for the remainder of his 
life. He came to me afterwards and told 
me that Meeker waa in Buffalo with lota of 
money. He said that Meeker had shared 
in the Yorkville burglary, and he 
did not see why he (Levett) should 
suffer all the punishment. I did 
not say a word, but I knew 
from this that he had fixed on 
Meeker as the victim. The American 
Government need not have allowed Meeker 
to be brought to Canada. John Murray, 
the detective, managed the business, and 
he mantoed it well. When in Indiana he 
secured Mr. Voorheee as counsel, and he 
■aid to his son-in-law, the Governor of the 
State, “ Pardon him,” aad Meeker waa 
pardoned, and immediately gobbled by the 
Canadian authorities. It was illegal to 
pardon Meeker without a good reason. I 
can’t believe that Meeker shot Dain, and 
I have always been of opinion that the 
shooting took place while Meeker waa in 
the house, ana Levett outside. Up to the 
time of Meeker’s arrest, he did not act 
like a man who had attempted to kill 
another. Mark my words, that time will 
declare him innocent of the act.

HOW DISEASE WAS CONTRACTED.
“Where did you go after being dis­

charged from prison ?”
“ I went to New York city and stayed 

there for a while. It was there that I con­
tracted the disease from which you now 
find me suffering, end I caught it through 
taking off my overcoat to protect • woman 
from the cold one night. I did a stroke of 
legitimate bnsinees while there, and cleared 
enough to «apport me for the rest of my 
days.”

“ When I waa in New York a detective 
died, and his brother officers raised a sub­
scription to bury him. I went into a saloon 
one day, where one of the officers had 
opened a list. The bar-tender said to the 

Seer when I went in"—
“ Here oomee a man who will give a dol­

lar, won’t you, Jimmy ?"
“ I asked what the dollar was wanted 

for."
The bar-tender said “to bury a ‘fly 

copper,’ that is a detective."
“I put my hand in my pocket and took 

out a $5 bill and said, ‘ here, go and bury 
five of them.’ ”

“ That officer would never speak to me 
afterwards.”

DOWN ON DETECTIVES.
‘ * How long have yon been in Toronto ? ”
“ I have been living quietly in thia city 

for nearly a year. There waa four months I 
never left thia room, so ill waa I. I once 
waa large and mnacnlar, weighing 175 
pounds, and able to stand np against any­
thing in the city ; but I am weak and 
poorly now, and probably drawing to an 
end. My diet is champagne and beef tea, 
but the doctor thinks that after a while I 
may again indulge in solidffood. I am not in 
the bnsinees now ; I have left that all be­
hind me. Bat I tell you the law does not give 
a man who has once suffered imprisonment 
« chance. I was never im prison only once 
in this country. Whatever offence I com­
mitted against the^aw of the land I 
equated in prison. I did not
murmur against the rigorous dis­
cipline of the place of my confinement 
nor any tasks that were put upon me, no 
matter how laborious they were. I waa 
deemed guilty and that waa my punish­
ment. But my anger rises when f think 
that when I have gone off the road, and 
am tiving to live here peaceably and'qniet- 
ly, that I should have to submit to the 

_ curiosity of a lot of detectives, 
iteotivei did I say? what can they de­

tect ? You don’t knew how hard it is to 
know that whereveqfou go you are point­
ed out as a tiling to be avoided. I am 
living honestly here, and can pay honestly 
as I go. There ia no one in Canada to-day 
who can say that I lave wronged him in 
any shape. 80 what ia the nse of this mean 
surveillance by the detective police ? None 
of them are of any account anyhow. They 
wouldn’t know how to work np a case 
which oomprieed anything heavier than the 
larceny of a bucksaw or a ham. Why, 
there la a man in the penitentiary now for 
fonr years for stealing a aaw, and another 
in for stealing a ham and another in for 
several yean for stealing some butter. 
There are many people in the penitentiary 
for stealing to keep themselves in food and 
elothing. The punishment look» rather 
heavy, does it not? There are some detec­
tive» on the other aide who would open 
their eye». AU I desire is to be let «lone 
and I will harm no one. It ia time enough 
to lack for me when I am “ wanted," and
that will never be again." ___

OFF TO THE MOÜNTtfifg.
Do you intend to make your home in 

Toronto?”
“ No, as soon aa I am all right with the 

authorities on the other side, I shall go to 
Colorado, where the climate is favourable 
to thoee affected aa I am. I did the State 
some service daring the war, and had 
Seward and Stanton lived I would not 
be here now.”

Yesterday (Thursday) the first meeting 

of the Yonng Men’s Christian Association 
encampment was held. Among the dele­
gatee, moet of whom have arrived, were 
notioéd S. M. Say ford, General Secretary 
Yonng Men’s Christian Association, 
Syracuse, and oondnotor of the present 
series of meetings ; Mr. IngenoU, Ohio ; 
Mr. Marsh and wife, from Australia ; 
Messrs. Wilkie and Anderson, from To­
ronto; Mr._ Hobart, Kingston, *0., Ac. 

ere ope 
Mr. Be
reporta were given by 

the representatives of the different aesooia- 
tione.

Mr. Roberts, Syracuse, the first speaker/ 
gave a abort account of the work done by 
the Association in that city. Ever since 
the founding of their Association the pro­
gress had been rapid and continuons. They 
held regular weekly meetings on Thurs­
days and Saturdays, which had been well 
attended. During the summer open air 
meetings were held every Sunday. He 
had no hesitation in laying that the Asso­
ciation had been eminently successful in 
doing much good.

Mr. Anderson, of Toronto, was then 
called upon. He said that for the paet 
fourteen years he had been engaged in this 
work in Toronto. At frit the progress had 
been alow, there being only thirty-three' 
members ; but God waa on their side, and 
gradually the work prospered. He re­
ferred to the time when they held their 
meetings in the basement of a building, to 
the removal from that to rooms above a 
store, and to the difficulties they had in 
bringing into favourable consideration the 
project for procuring a building of their 
own. Toronto being the centre of the 
law and educational interests of Ontario, 
they felt that, in erecting a building 
there, they must construct one which 
could form a pattern for others 
erected in smaller places through the 
Province. Thanks to the liberality of the 
people of the “ Queen City of the West, ” 
they had put up a building at a cost of 
about forty-five thousand dollars, which 
would be a credit to any city in America. 
He paid a just tribute to the liberality of 
John Macdonald, of Toronto, in aiding 
them In their undertaking. He referred 
also to the part taken by the ladies of To­
ronto in erecting the building. A com­
mittee of about one hundred ladies repre­
senting forty-five Christian denominations 
held a meeting at which they decided to 
give a bazaar, the proceeds to be devoted 
to the building fund of the Y.M.C.A. 
Their success was remarkable ; crowds 
were unable to obtain admission 
to the building daring the four 
days of the sale, and the handsome sum of 
seven thousand dollars was realised. One 
of the moet noteworthy features of the 
Association in Toronto was the harmony 
with which all denomination» worked in 
aiding them.

Mr. Chamberlin, Sec. of the Brook! 
Association, was the next speaker. . He 
gave some statistic» illustrative of the en­
ormous advantage» evil had in the struggle 
for the soul» of youag men in Brooklyn. 
In that city of 126,000 souls there were 
4,738 drinking saloons which, if put one 
after another, would be sufficient to fill 
both side» of a street eight and a half milee 
long. Besides these there were 345 bil­
liard saloons, all working for evil. Op­
posed to this array we find on the side of 
good only two free reading rooms and only 
one place of religions instruction—the Y. 
M. C. A. rooms—open every day in the 
year. He wondered that so many were 
eaved, when he thought of the advantages 
Satan had in thia evil work. The meet­
ings of the Association which were of three 
kinds, religion», educational, and social, 
were generally well attended and he felt 
sore they were doing good.

Mr. Marsh, the representative from Mel­
bourne, Australia, to the International 
Convention at Baltimt

.timoré, then addreeaed 
the meeting. He alluded to the peculiar 
difficulty they laboured under in Mel­
bourne, whose population waa a floating 
one, principally composed of young men 
with but one object in view—to make 
their fortunes and return home—to this 
cause he attributed the want of 
suooeea which sometimes attended their 
laboura. The Aisooistion had no stereo­
typed plan of operations, bnt adopted any 
method which would aid them m bring­
ing souls to Christ. Mr. Marsh is a very 
earnest speaker and received an attentive 
hearing.

Mr. Wilkie, of Toronto, closed this part 
of the programme with prayer.

Mr. Chamberlin, one of the delegates 
from America to the world’s conference at 
Geneva, in August, 1878, then gave an 
account of the moet remarkable feature» 
of his voyage. He said that in all the 
place» he visited there waa acme peculiarity 
m their manner of conducting the services 
of the associations which struck him as 
being worthy of note. He initanoed the 
plan adopted in Glasgow of holding meet­
ing! among the working classes. These 
were held in a large open tent erected in 

of the ■the very middle werkahope. In
Edinburgh he noticed specially the free 
Sunday morning breakfast which waa

fiven to the poor of the city, as many aa 
,700 often partaking of It. In London 
the American delegatee were treated with 

extreme kindness by the brethren of that 
city ; nothing oonld exceed the warmth of 
their reception. The speaker gave a very 
interesting account of the conference at 
Geneva, déscribing in a laughable manner 
the difficulties under which the delegate» 
laboured in having their addressee inter­
preted in four different languages before 
they oonld be understood by all the mem­
bers present. The greatest result of the 
conference he thought waa the unity 
it "gave for Christian work. Before 
that meeting no intercourse between 
the associations of the two continents had 
taken place, now they are all connected aa 
one body of Christian workers. He con­
cluded by expressing his belief that though 
our progress in Evangelical work had been 
great, that of the Old World waa 
not less great instancing the case of 
Switzerland which though a small 
country had 286 associations doing 
faithful work, and that notwithitanding 
the fact that only one-third of the popula­
tion is of the reformed faith.

The third part of the programme con­
sisted of addressee by Mr. Ingenoll, Ohio, 
and Mr. Marsh, on the main feature» of 
tiie Baltimore conference, which met in 
May last. These had to be very brief, aa 
the time had been taken up tiy the pre­
vious parte of the programme. A service 
of song and gospel meeting in the evening 
closed the proceeding» of the day.

(Montreal Qasstts.)
One of thoee instances which prove the 

troth of the old saw that “ troth ia stranger 
than fiction,” was brought to light in this 
city a few days ago. The case is also in- 
te resting as presenting an example of de­
votion and constancy somewhat rare in 
the* degenerate days.

Some years ago, in 1872, a young girl 
employed * a domestic servant m the 
family of a well-known citizen, and known 
aa “ Nelly,” won the affection» of a young 
well-to-do mechanic, and for a time love’s 
oonrae ran smoothly. After an engage­
ment, of about a year, the happy day 
waa fixed, but at the hour appointed, in­
stead of the bridegroom, there earns a note 
saying thfct “ he oonld not marry her 
that day," giving no reason. Naturally 
the poor girl was almost broken-hearted 
at such apparently cruel end unfeeling 
treatment, and many were the maledic­
tion» bestowed on the young man by her 
friend», and deep their threats of vengeance. 
The delinquent, however, waa not to be 
found ; he had unaccountably disappeared, 
leaving no clue aa to hia future intentions. 
Even with appearance» so much against her 
lover, the girl would never believe in hie 
faithlessness, and though from that un­
happy day he had never even been heard 
of, die still relied on his affection being un­
changed. That her confidence was not 
misplaced, although her life’s dream waa 
destined to be shattered, was proved by a 
ldtter received by the last English mail. 
This letter, written by another, for the 
poor fellow was dead, conveyed the in­
telligence that overcome with shame and 
sorrow at the loss of his situation (caused 
by his intemperate habits), which of 
coarse prevented his marriage, he had 

Montreal intending never to return.
he had enlisted at Halifax, 

in oonrae of time volunteered into 
a regiment fighting in Zululand. Through 
the campaign he distinguished himself on 
several occasions, until at the battle of 
Gingilhova he waa fatally wounded. Be­
fore hia death he gave into the hand» of a 
comrade a piece of ribbon, some hair and a 
ring onee belonging to the girl he had

i'ilted, and which he had worn next to his 
leart all these long years, charging him to 

convey it to her again with the explana­
tion of his oonduot which he had bitterly 
regretted ; and the assurance that his last 
thought was of her, though he dared not 
hope that ehe still thought of him with 
anything but contempt. All this his com­
rade faithfully conveyed to the girl and 
thus, though her hopes are dashed to the 
ground in so sad a manner, she has yet the 
happy consolation of knowing that her 
lover, not utterly unworthy, and that 
though dead and lost to her, his end had 
been a noble one, fighting bravely to the 
last.

Unequalled Abundance ergkad—Five Days 

Lest at Sea.
Halifax, July 25.—The shad fisheries 

are excellent and never in the history of 
man have inch large catches been reported. 
All along the coast fishermen have been 
taking immense hauls in seines and by net 
ban ling.

Two fishermen, Wm. Cox, of Gloucester, 
and Choute Allen, of Essex, left the 
schooner A. G. Proctor on St. Peter’e Bank 
to visit their trowls and were loat in a thick 
fog. For throe days they never saw a sail. 
On the morning of the fourth day they saw 
throe ships. The men made signals, but 
no notice was taken. With nothing to eat 
but raw halibut, they rowed around another 
day and finally, arrived at Barrington. 
According to their own calculations, they 
had rowed one hundred and sixteen miles.

THE WASHINGTON TREATY.
Indignation ef American Fisherman at 

the Cape Breton People.
Gloucester, Mass., July 24.—Glouces­

ter fishermen are very indignant at the in­
terference with their rights under the 
Washington Treaty by the inhabitante of 
Cape Breton by refusing to allow squid to 
be caught in their waters. Squid are 
needed for bait by the bank fleet The 
conduct of the people in that section and 
their threats to cut np the seine* of Ameri­
can fishermen are vigorously denounced. 
It ie held by the fishermen that they should 
be called to a strict account by the authori­
ties at Washington.

It was this cir­
cumstance that led the two to attempt 
the rescue of Green. Great excitement 
prevailed in the neighbourhood of the bay 
at the time and the rough» whe were con­
gregated in large numbers at the wharf 
applauded the Bold escape of Doyle.

He re­
ferred to the cordial relatione existing 
beween the brethren on each side of 
the Atlantic, and felt assured that in 
the event of anyone visiting England, 
Ireland, or Scotland, the very fact of hie 
being a Canadian, bnt more particularly if 
he waa an Orangeman, would ensure him a 
cordial reception at the hands of these 
gentlemen. He was pleased to hear such 
able speeches, which breathed the tone and 
spirit of Christianity, and should guide 
every Orangeman. It was not the best 
Orangeman who went along the streets 
boasting of Ml connection with the order. 
In order to command respect, Orangemen 
moet respect themselves under all cireum- 
•tanoee and treat'their neighbours as 
Christiana and fellow beings. He had not 
come prepared to make an extended 
speech, but would advise hia hearers to ex­
tend some little charity to thoee 
who had been unjustly calumni­
ated. A person should not be 
judged unheard. Hia past life and record 
should give him a certain weight in deter­
mining his guilt. He referred to his con­
nection with the press since 1834, during 
which time he had received many buffets 
at the hand» of opponents, and had conse­
quently become thoroughly accustomed to 
each attack». He had an idea that he wee 
present at the meeting to-night, but it 
would be hard for the outride public to 
knew thia fact from the press, as it would 
be reported in some papers that he was 
present, whilst in others his abeence 
would be noted. He had stood a 
large amount of abuse in the past, and 
weald doubtless manage to face it for a 
while longer. It was well-known that a 
policemans enemies used every circum­
stance to detract from hie usefulness, and 
he would advise Members of Parliament, 
of whom he saw several present, to be 
prepared ahonld they unfortunately occupy 
a Ministerial position, to have a larger 
amount of calumny and abuse heaped 
upon them.

The High schools 
and universities are just the places for this 
thorough preparation after the pupils re­
ceive sound training m far M the fourth 
and fifth classes of our public schools. 
Each class of schools Bm its own proper 
sphere in our national educational work.” 

FOREIGN.
Germany hM more colleges exclusively 

for young women than any other country.
Sir Chas. Reed recently opened the 161st 

school erected by the School Board of Lon­
don in Barrow-Hill Road, Portland New 
Town.

The women in Sweden play an impor­
tant part in primary education, the State 
schools employing not lees than 4,800 
women.

The salaries of male and female teachers 
are more nearly equal in Colorado than any 
ether State in the United States, the men 
receiving $49.90 per month and the female 
teachers $46.95, leas than $3 difference.

Boeton and Providence, two of the lead­
ing cities of New England, have wisely de- 
aided not to reduce the salariée to their 
teachers. This is a prudent move, m jus­
tice to the teachers is the best promise of 
prosperity to society.

At the last meeting of the London School 
Board it wm resolved that a committee, 
which had been previously appointed to 
enquire into the Board expenditure, should 
consist of the whole of the members of that 
body. It wm further resolved that the 
enquiry should be a public one.

Within a few years quite a number of in­
fant schools have been established in Swit­
zerland, and they are rapidly increasing 
there ; while at Paris, also, snoh institu­
tions are being organized with a view of 
powerfully aiding in the regeneration of 
the system «primary education. The 
canton of Neuohitél ia one of the moat ad­
vanced in Switzerland in respect to in­
struction and educational improvement, 
and the* schools for very yonng children 
are quite numerous there.

A few remarks m to the schools and 
work of the London School Board may not 
be uninteresting just now. There are 228 
schools in all under their oontroL over two- 
thirds of which were erected by the Board. 
They are substantial looking brick and 
•tone buildings, oomprising three depart­
ments, three entirely distinct and complete 
schools, one for boys, one for girls and one 
for infante. In moet of the buildings there 
ia iu each department one large room and 
one or two smaller rooms for claw rooms. 
In a few of them, each m the large school 
in the York road. King’» Cross, which hM 
over 1,400 children on its books, sliding 
partitions are provided, by means of which 
the floor of a department may be shut off 
into convenient class-rooms, if desired. In 
moat of the new schools the floors, instead 
of being level, are “stepped.” In all of 
them the prescribed rule m to the average 
•pace for each scholar, i,e, eight square feet 
apiece, is observed by the Board, which 
allows not less than nine square feet. The 
walls are painted and adorned with maps, 
charts, diagrams and pictures. Every, 
where the old-fashioned “form" hM been 
superseded by ingeniously constructed 
desks, of which the front of one affords a 
comfortable support to the back of the oc­
cupant of another.
