W. Ross, and his daughters include
Mrs. A. Estabrooks, Mrs. John McKeen and
Mrs. Fred. Whittaker, all of this city.

John Patterson and Chas. Whery, two
colored men, who had just returned from
Richardson’s drive on the Miramichi, re-
ported to the police Saturday morning that
each had lost his watch Friday night. They
stopped at Clark’s hotel, and the same room
was occupied by two others. They laid no
information and so far nothing has been
done about the matter.

The Fredericton Bridge.

A return was laid on the table of the
House of Commons last week regarding the
relations between the Fredericton & St.
Marys Bridge Co. and the Dominion Govern-
ment. The papers brought down, however,
are only part of what was moved for. A
statement submitted shows that the amount
of tolls for traffic collected up to June 30,
1889, was $1,546 ; for the year ending June
30, 1890, $2,461 ; 1891, $2,908 ; 1892, $3,360;
1893, $3,011; 1894, $4,544. Total, $18,830.
According to the agreement entered into,
the bridge and other property belonging to
the company is now the property of the
government. This interesting clause of the
agreement reads as follows: “In case the
company shall make default in payment of
the interest on the sdid advances of $300,000
for the space of one yeat after the same
becomes due, or in case they fail to repay
the Dominion government all the said ad-
vances and interest within fifteen years from
the date of the advance of the first sum,
then in either case all their property, real
and personal, and all their rights, franchises,
easements and privileges, shall be and be
come, by act of default, and without any
proceedings for condemnation, foreclosure
or possession, forfeited to the crown, and
her Majesty, by her officers or agents, may
thereupon enter and take possession of the
same and the same shall thenceforth be the
property of.her Majesty, as represented by
the Dominion government.” The agree-
ment is signed by J. H. Pope, Minister of
Railways, and Alex. Gibson, President of
the Bridge Company. No copies of the cor
respondence that has passed between the
government and the bridge company with
regard to the defaulted interest is brought
down. According to the Auditor General
the bridge company have repcatedly been
written to, calling attention in the ordinary
‘way to the unpaid interest account, but these
appeals, so far as shown by the correspon-
dence brought down, appear to have been
treated with silent contempt.

County Court.

The Board of Health.

A meeting of the board of health was held
in their office in the city hall Monday after-
noon. Resolutions were passed ordering
landlords and occupants to clean their
premises, and the Whittaker tannery came
up for discussion the following resolu-
tion adopted in regard thereto:

Resolved, that Charles Whittaker be or-
dered to make before the 12th day of June,
inst., the following cleansingon the old tan-
nery premises, fronting on,Sunbury street,
owned by him, viz. : all the old tannery vats
and other parts of said premises to be em-
ptied of all water and other foul matter in
them, and so arranged that hereafter any
water running into them may drain off and
not become stagnant; and further, that
when so drained each pit or vat be filled to
the depth of at least two feet with dry earth
to absorb the dampness ; also that all nox-
ious substances and filth about the yard of
the said premises be cleared up and remov-
ed; and further resolved, that unless the
above order of this board be complied with,
Mr.Whittaker be proceeded against without
further order according to law.

A Book on Canada,

G. R. Parkin, formerly principal of the
Fredericton high school, but now a resident
of London, G.‘B., has coliected and edited
his papers on Canada, contributed two years
ago to the London Times, and has pub-
lished them through Macmillan & Company.
These articles were written after an actua!
inspection of the conditions of life dealt
with in them; and as Mr. Parkin was fur
ther qualified to write on Canadian topics,
says the Montreal Herald in a lengthy and
complimentary review of the work, by a
long residence in this country, the book,
which is called '*The Great Dominion:
Studies in Canada,” is perhaps, all things
taken together, the best comprehensive
summary of Canada’s present position that
has ever been published. Every section in
Canada is described —its present condition,
its material resources, its potential wealth,
its problems and its future.

The Canada Eastern Railway station
house at Blackville, was burglarized Thurs-
day night. The burglars forced an entrance
into the waiting room, passed through the
ticket window into the office, pried open
the cash drawer and skipped with $110 be
Jonging to the Western Union Telegraph
Co. There is no clue to the identity of the
robbers. On Monday freight agent Dunn
was surprised to find the station had again
been entered; but the result was more
satisfactory to higy. “A Mtter addressed . to
him contained $58.70 in cash returned, the
thief expressing his regret at having made
Dunn liable for the loss, and assuring him
that the smaller amount was all he stole.

Robt. Hickey, of Campbell Settlement,
was drowned in the river at Grafton,opposite
Woodstock, Monday. He was washing
wool in the river in company with Mrs.
Hayden and was getting a couple of logs
together to work on when he fell between
them. The water was only twelve feet
or so. Mrs. Hayden waded in the water
and tried to reach him with a pole, but to
no purpose. She made several further at-
tempts, unsuccessfully, and the young
man, who was about twenty years of age,
was drowned. The body has been re-
covered.

A report is current that the gentlemen
who control the water works system are

[ laying their plans for the employment of an

additional engineer at the pumping station,
a piece of extravagance altogether unwar-
rroted by the circumstances, unless, indeed,
it be that the new quality of cheapand in-
ferior coal introduced there necessitates an-
other hand. We do not think the citizens
are prepared at present for the enlargement
of the civic salary list.

Jessie Keith, 14 years old,
started from town for her father’s farm.
She walked on the railroad track. Two
hours later a section man found groceries
scattered along the track and notified Mr.
Keith. Search was made and the 7girl’s
body was found entirely nude in a swamp.
She had been assaulted and cut to death.
Chattele was arrested and he confessed
the crime. His trial in March last occu-
pied but one day. When sentence was
pronounced Chattele remarked, “correct.”
Chattele was 60 years old, and haditravel-
led several times round the world.
